RE: Implementation Items -- Fire & EMS Workgroup Recommendations
DATE: June 11, 2014

The purpose of this memo is to provide an update on the implementation of the Fire & EMS
Workgroup’s recommendations and to outline the action items recommended by Staff for the
July 17 meeting. These items are discussed below by topic as presented at your previous
meetings. Action items requested of the Board are noted in bold underlined text.

Hire Director Position

The advertisement period for the Director of Fire & EMS concluded on Thursday, June 5. At the
May 20 meeting, the Board agreed on a two-step process to review the candidate applications,
conduct interviews, and select the new Director:

e Applications are evaluated by a review committee appointed by the County
Administrator consisting of the County Administrator, Planning Director, and Board
Liaison to the Fire & EMS Workgroup. A short-list of preferred candidates to be offered
interviews would be developed.

e Candidate interviews would be conducted by a panel of six (6) reviewers including
potential appointees to the Fire & EMS Commission (2), the County Administrator, the
Board of Supervisors Personnel Committee (2), and the Board Liaison to the Fire & EMS
Workgroup. The interview panel would then select the preferred candidate to be offered
the position.

Work by the review committee began this week to develop a short-list of preferred candidates to
be interviewed. Ideally, this short list should be completed and interview offers extended within
the next two weeks, with interviews potentially beginning by the end of the month. The Board
will need to appoint the interview panel at the June 17 meeting.

ACTION ITEM -- Staff recommends that the Board appoint the interview panel for the
Director of Fire & EMS position at the June 17 meeting. This panel would include David
Ash, Michael Hobert, Bev McKay, David Weiss, and two (2) potential appointees to the
Fire & EMS Commission.
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Adopt a Fire & EMS Ordinance
County Attorney Bob Mitchell is still reviewing the draft text amendment that would add a new
Chapter 17 to the County Code for the following purposes:

e Create a new County Department that codifies the authority and responsibilities of the
County for fire, EMS and emergency management including designation of certain
County staff members to fill specific roles within the new Department.

e Enumerate the role, authority, and responsibilities of the Director of Fire and EMS.

e Establish the composition, terms, and responsibilities of the new Fire and EMS
Commission.

e Also create a County Fire and EMS Division that includes the volunteer fire and EMS
organizations and related entities (Mt. Weather Emergency Operations Center) and
outlines the role of the Division members and their relationship to the County
Department.

Staff will continue to work with Mr. Mitchell in the hopes of bringing the ordinance to you at
your July meeting to set public hearing for August. Mr. Mitchell has also indicated that it is not
necessary to adopt the text amendment prior to appointing the members of the Fire & EMS
Commission. No action items are recommended at this time.

Establish Fire & EMS Commission

Given the Board’s desire to have appointees to the Fire & EMS Commission serve on the
interview panel for the Director position, the Board may want to appoint the Commission
members at the July 17 meeting. The Board reached a consensus on the Commission charge and
membership at the May 20 meeting. Membership includes the following seven (7)
representatives:

e One (1) Board of Supervisors member

e County Sheriff

e One (1) volunteer member representing fire issues (as recommended by the Volunteer
Association). Chief Jason Burns reported in an email on May 22 that the Volunteer
Association has recommended Jacob White to serve as their fire issues representative.

e One (1) volunteer member representing EMS issues (as recommended by the Volunteer
Association). Chief Burns also reported that the Volunteer Association has
recommended Matt Hoff to serve as the EMS issues representative.

e Three (3) citizens at large representing consumers of fire and EMS services

Staff recommends that the Board consider appointing the Fire & EMS Commission
membership, including the two representatives recommended by the Volunteer
Association, at the June 17 meeting.

Implement a Fee for Service Program

As an update, we are currently in the solicitation period for the fee for service program RFP with
the closing date scheduled for Thursday, June 19. We will provide you with the results of the
solicitation at the Board’s July 7 workshop meeting. No action items are recommended at this
time.

Chapter 165 Taxation Article IV Tangible Personal Property §165-26 Penalty and interest on
delinquent taxes add Item C as follows:

Article IV Tangible Personal Property4
[Adopted 1-19-1988 as Secs. 11-1through 11-4 of the 1987 Code]

§ 165-26. Penalty A. Tax payments for real estate, tangible personal property,

and interest on machinery and tools and merchants' capital shall be due and
delinquent taxes. payable to the Treasurer of the county during the year for which
[Amended 3-19-1991; the same are assessed in two approximately equal installments:
6-27-1991; 4-20- 1/2 on or before June 5 and the remainder on or before
1993; 9-20-1994; 07- December 5 of each tax year, provided that the personal
07-19] property tax levied on motor vehicles, trailers and boats which

shall have acquired a situs within the county after the tax day
shall be due 30 days from the date of the tax bill. Such tax shall
be prorated on a monthly basis, a period of more than 1/2
month counted as a full month and a period of less than 1/2
month shall not be counted, and shall be collected in the same
manner as herein prescribed.

B. A penalty of 10% of the taxes past due shall be assessed on
the day after the payment of taxes is due. Interest on said
delinquent taxes and penalty at the rate of 10% per annum shall
commence on the first day of the month following the month in
which such taxes are due, and said interest shall be added to
any late tax payment and paid. For the second and subsequent
years of delinquency, such interest shall be at the rate
established pursuant to Section 6621 of the Internal Revenue
Code of 1954, as amended, or 10% annually, whichever is
greater.

C. In the event an attorney (including, but not limited to, the
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County Attorney) or collection agency is employed by the
Treasurer for the collection of delinquent taxes, penalties
and interest, an additional fee equal to 20% of the taxes
and other charges due and owing shall be imposed and
added to cover administrative costs and reasonable
attorney’s or collection agency’s fees actually contracted
for.50

Following discussion at their March and April briefing meetings including reviewing an
evaluation of similar regulations in nearby counties (see attached), the Planning Commission
voted unanimously to forward the following recommendation to the Board for consideration:

Move to recommend that the Board of Supervisors consider the following actions:

1. Delete “Commercial Boarding Kennels of more than five canine or feline animals” and
“Animal Shelters” as special uses in the AOC District (§3-A-1-a-3-u). These two uses
would become prohibited uses in the AOC District, and existing commercial boarding
kennels and animal shelters would become nonconforming uses.

2. Delete “Commercial Boarding Kennels of more than five canine or feline animals” and
‘Animal Shelters” as special uses in the FOC District (§3-A-2-a-3-q). These two uses
would become prohibited uses in the FOC District, and existing commercial boarding
kennels and animal shelters would become nonconforming uses.

3. Adopt a new use in the AOC District, “Animal Shelter/Governmental,” for animal shelters
that are either owned and/or operated by the County government. The Clarke County
Animal Shelter would be classified under this new use and would not be made
nonconforming by deletion of “Animal Shelters” from §3-A-1-a-3-u

Adopting a text amendment consistent with the Commission’s motion would produce the
following results:

o “Commercial Boarding Kennels of more than five canine or feline animals” and “animal
shelters” would become prohibited uses in the AOC and FOC Districts.

e Existing commercial boarding kennels would become nonconforming special uses. As a
nonconforming use, they would be subject to the limitations of §4-K-4-b of the Zoning
Ordinance including prohibition on expansion or relocation to another portion of the
property.

e Commercial boarding kennels would continue to be a by-right use in the Highway
Commercial (CH) District and a special use in the Neighborhood Commercial (CN)
District.

e The former “animal shelter’ use would be replaced by a new use entitled, “Animal
Shelter/Governmental.” Such uses would have to be either owned and/or operated by the
County government and would include the current Clarke County Animal Shelter. The
Commission did not make a recommendation on whether this new use would be a byright
or a special use.

The Commission’s recommendations would have no impact on veterinary services, animal
hospitals, and breeding kennels. Zoning Ordinance provisions for these uses would remain
unchanged.
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Commission members chose not to prepare a draft text amendment this time and are
providing these recommendations for the Board’s consideration. Should the Board wish to
develop this item as a text amendment, Staff recommends that the Board take action at the
May 20 meeting to request the Planning Commission to prepare the text amendment for public
hearing, provide a formal recommendation, and forward it for consideration by the Board of
Supervisors. If you have any questions or concerns in advance of the meeting, please do not
hesitate to contact me.

Administrator, and Planning Director. A short-list of preferred candidates to be
offered interviews would be developed.
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e Members of the to-be-established Fire & EMS Commission would conduct
initial interviews of the preferred candidates and would rank the candidates
based on their performance.

e Within one week of the initial interviews, a round of final interviews would be
conducted with the Board of Supervisors or the Board Personnel Committee
and County Administrator.

Following the discussion, Staff was directed to prepare the following two-step
alternative that would include a single interview process among other changes.

e Applications are evaluated by a review committee appointed by the County
Administrator consisting of the County Administrator, Planning Director, and
Board Liaison to the Fire & EMS Workgroup. A short-list of preferred
candidates to be offered interviews would be developed.

e (Candidate interviews would be conducted by a panel of six (6) reviewers
including potential appointees to the Fire & EMS Commission (2), the County
Administrator the Board of Supervisors Personnel Committee (2), and the
Board Liaison to the Fire & EMS Workgroup. The interview panel would then
select the preferred candidate to be offered the position.

This two-step process provides a more streamlined approach and would enable
interviews to be scheduled more efficiently. The process also maintains the
Board's desire to include potential members of the Fire & EMS Commission in the
evaluation process. If you have any questions or concerns in advance of the
meeting, please do not hesitate to contact me.

The Clarke County Electoral Board requests that the polling place for the Berryville
Voting District, currently located at 110 N. Church St. in the Grace Episcopal Church
Parish Hall, be relocated to 317 W. Main St. in the multipurpose room at the current
Berryville Primary School.

Background:

The Help America Vote Act of 2002 (HAVA) established a number of changes
concerning the voting process. For example, all polling places must comply with the
provisions of the Americans with Disability Act (ADA of 1990). As a result, several
polling places were relocated to meet the ADA standards.

Consequently, the Berryville Polling Place was moved from the General District
Courthouse at 104 N. Church St. to the Grace Episcopal Church parish hall in 2005.
While this move fully met ADA requirements, local officials as well as individuals began
to call attention to a number of issues and concerns with regard to mobility and
accessibility at the Berryville polling place.

lllustrative Examples: (photos attached)

« While there is sufficient parking at the rear of the facility, voters must use steps to
travel to and from the front of the building or use the sidewalk along Liberty Street.

e Voters may use parking along Church Street which also requires a considerable
walking distance to and from the polling place entrance.

¢ There is only one accessible parking spot near the entrance to and from the polling
place.

o Considerable traffic congestion on North Church Street must be monitored and
directed by the Berryville Town Police, especially during presidential elections.

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At their May 7, 2014 meeting, the Clarke County Electoral Board voted unanimously to
recommend moving the Berryville District polling place to 317 W. Main St. —
multipurpose room. The Board directed the Registrar to make inquiries regarding the
adequacy of the site.

« The site provides adequate parking on the same level as the entrance to the polling
place;
o Facility meets ADA standards with the exception of marked accessible parking.
o The Clarke County building inspector inspected the site and has determined it
meets ADA standards with the exception of marked accessible parking.
o The Registrar met with the Director of Operations for Clarke County Public
Schools and was advised that the parking area will be restriped and signed to
meet ADA standards.

Clarke County Public School administration supports the move. A facility use
agreement is pending subsequent to the approval by the Board of Supervisors.

The Electoral Board’s goal is to conduct the November 4, 2014 General Election at the
new location. § 24.2-306 of the Code of Virginia regulates that changes to polling
locations may not be made within 60 days of a general election (excerpt attached). The
deadline for approval to move the polling place prior to the November 2014 general
election is September 5" therefore, the Clarke County Electoral Board requests the
following:

A. At their meeting on June 17, 2014, the Clarke County Board of Supervisors set a
public hearing to be held on Tuesday, July 15, 2014 to consider the amendment of
the County Code Section 40-3 (A) Polling Places, to change the polling place for the
Berryville Voting District from 110 N. Church Street - Berryville to 317 W. Main Street
— Berryville.

B. Following the public hearing, the Clarke County Board of Supervisors’ approval of
the move of the Berryville Voting District polling place to 317 W. Main Street —
Berryville, effective immediately in order to ensure the change occurs more than the
required 60 days prior to the general election.

RE: Contract for ERP System between Tyler Technologies and Clarke County

The Joint Administrative Services Board recommends approval of a contract with Tyler Technologies to
provide Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP) software to the County of Clarke, the Clarke County Public
Schools, and the Clarke County Sanitary Authority over the next five years.

This recommendation follows:

1. Athorough study of the County’s business practices by the GFOA in concert with staff across
the organizations.

2. Development of a request for proposals defining desired capabilities of the system, again in
concert with staff across the organizations.

3. Selection of the best proposal and a months long negotiation with Tyler Technologies to refine
the Scope of Work, the cost, and the terms and conditions, all with the assistance of Plante and
Moran, a consulting firm experienced in such negotiations.

The proposed contract was distributed under separate cover. A cash flow of the project will be
separately distributed. The following are highlights of the negotiation:

1. Limitation of Liability. The Terms and Conditions were reviewed by Hall, Monahan, et al. The
only difficult provision noted in this review was the “Limitation of Liability” provision in which
Clarke County agrees that Tyler will not be responsible for “special, indirect, incidental,
consequential, or exemplary damages” in the event of issues caused by Tyler. Tyler would not
yield on this provision, claliming that their pricing depends on it and their shareholders require it.
Indeed, it is a common feature of the modern contract, '

2. Deferral of Saa$ fees. The contract calls for quarterly payment of $119K Saa$ annual fees
beginning on the contract date. This was contested by Clarke County in the negotiation because
the implementation is phased over three years and Clarke County therefore Clarke County will
not have full use of the software during this initial period. Tyler argued that they will be
performing a great deal of work offsite from the very outset of the project, and that their pricing
mechanism is designed to cover this while providing the client a predictable expenditure stream.
Tyler compromised by agreeing to hold retainage of implementation costs in the amount of 10%
until the end of the project.
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3. SaaS fee guaranty. The contract guarantees the annual fee for five years, but some modules are
not implemented for three years thereby watering down the guarantee. Tyler compromised by
allowing Clarke County the option to renew the SaaS fees at current rates for two additionali
vears at the end of the five year term.

4. Rate of Implementation. The implementation extends aver a three year period, which seems
unnecessarily long and implies continue payment for the software systems we pian to retire.
Tyler Technologles believes a County of our size needs this extended implementation to ensure
the full system benefits including business practice refinement, data structuring, training,
testing, etc. Tyler compromised by agreeing to accelerate its activities if Clarke County showed
itself capable of achieving a faster pace of implementation without compromising quality.

The following action is recommended:

“Be it resolved that the proposed contact between Clarke County (Government, Schools, and CCSA) and
Tvler Technologles is hereby agreed to, and shall be executed by the Joint Administrative Services
Director when it becomes clear that the Commonwealth of Virginia has adopted a budget for FY 15.”

RE: Two Commonwealth of Virginia Budget Issues

There are two budget issues facing the Commonwealth:

e Failure to adopt a budget for the hiennium beginning July 1,
»  Alarge shortfalf in revenue affecting both FY 14 and the next biennium.

There has been an active legislative effort by VACO and others to avert the effects of these matters on
focal governments, and the legislature will be meeting in early June to make further attempts to resoclve
them. However, localities will almost certainly be affected by the budget reductions in the next
biennium. The Finance Committee will be discussing tactics for addressing the FY 15 budget issues at
their meeting following the worksession. Please see that agenda for more detailed discussion. Tactics
to be considered in the near term:

+ Deferral of planned capital expenditure which may include ERP system, Sheriff's Office
Renovation, and School Projects, all for the purpose of preserving cash for essential local
operations until a Commonweaith budget is adopted.

* Vacancy freezes and part time salary curtailment to anticipate budget cuts.

State law requires Virginia’s governor to submit to the General Assembly by each Dec. 15 g

an estimate of anticipated general fund revenue, transportation fund revenues and other
major non-general fund revenues.

The governor’s consensus estimates are based on forecasts of economic activity in
Virginia that include input from the Joint Advisory Board of Economists — known as JABE
— and the Governor's Advisory Council on Revenue Estimates — known as GACRE.

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JABE is chaired by the secretary of finance. It includes the staff directors of the Senate !

What are the different revenue sources for the budget?

The General Assembly and the governor have the most discretion over general fund ot

revenues, which make up a little more than a third of the state budget. These revenues Gif}

chiefly come from individual income taxes, corporate income taxes and sales and use
taxes. Lesser sources of general fund revenue include taxes that insurance companies
pay on premiums, the taxes paid when a mortgage is filed in a locality, taxes paid by
public utility companies, and profits from liquor sold at state-owned stores.

More than half of state revenues are non-general funds, money set aside for specific
purposes, stuch as motor vehicle and gasoline taxes that go to fransportation programs,
tuition and fees that support higher education, and specifically targeted federal grants.

What is the rainy day fund?

Following the recession in the early 1990s, Virginia created the Revenue Stabilization
Fund {often called the rainy day fund) through an amendment to the Virginia Constitution
that voters approved in November 1992, The fund was meant to provide a financial
cushion in case of an unexpected economic downturn.

The rainy day fund is now projected to reach $689 million by the end of the current fiscal
year. As part of the new two-year budget, lawmakers will make a required contribution to
the fund that is expected to increase it to almost $240 million.

Lawmakers then could draw down up to $675 million over fwo years to alleviate the
shortfall and avoid deep spending cuts in core services, but there’s a catch.

Under the state constitution, lawmakers can only apply the rainy day fund to a certified ;RE
shortfall in an enacted budget. So lawmakers cannot tap their safety valve until they
approve a budget.

McAuliffe believes he has the authority to prevent a government shutdown if there is no
budget by July 1. Del. S. Chris Jones, R-Suffolk, chairman of the House Appropriations
Committee, is skeptical. Attorney General Mark R. Herring has brought in University of
Virginia law professor A.E. Dick Howard, who led the 1971 revision of the state
constitution, to consult on the matter.

What is the Hanger compromise?

Sen. Emmett W. Hanger Jr., R-Augusta, has proposed an idea to end the budget impasse
between the House and the Senate by separating the two-year spending plan from
discussions of expanding health care coverage for hundreds of thousands of uninsured
Virginians.

The Senate would amend and act on the House budget proposal, moving competing
versions of the budget toward a conference committee that would iron out differences and
identify spending cuts to deal with the expected shortfall.

The Senate would remove its Marketplace Virginia plan from the budget — provided that

the General Assembly empower the McAuliffe administration to amend the state Medicaid
plan by Oct. 1 to expand health coverage to Virginians who earn up to 138 percent of the

federal poverty level — just under $16,000 per year for an individual.

The proposal would transform the Medicaid Innovation and Reform Commission by
eliminating the current requirement that a majority of House members and a majority of
Senate members approve any expansion of health coverage through Medicaid or a
private marketplace. Instead, the commission would be able to stop or delay expansion
by a simple majority vote.

Chairman Jones has notified House members that Virginia could see a general fund
reventie shortfall exceeding $1 billion for the next biennium. largely due to a still sluggish
economy and stagnant tax receipts.

Dear Local Elected Official:

I am writing to update you on the status of budget deliberations in Richmond and provide some
important information on the budgei that could significantly affect local governments,

The House Appropriations Connmittee was recently informed that the Commonwenlth’s revenue
receipts for the month of May are approximately $300 to $350 million dollars below projeetions. This is
primarily due to the continued shuggishness of the national economy and a decline in sales, income and
corporate tax collections.

While we will not know the final revenue numbers until the end of June. it appears very likely that the
Commonwealth could face a significant revenue shortfall for the current and next {iscal years. That shortfall
could exceed 31 billion for the biennium.

It is absolutely critical 1o nole. as Secretary of Finance Ric Brown lold the Appropriafions Commillee
on May 19 if we do not have a budget in place by July 1, the Governor and the General Assembly cannot
utilize the Revenue Stabilization Fund to offset a downward revision in general fund revenues.

Under state law, the Comptroller must certify revenue collections within 5 days of the close of the
books for Fiscal Year 2014, 1f actual general fund revenues are one percent or lower less than forecasted. an
automatic reforecast of the revenues for Fiscal Years 2015 and 2016 must take piace. At that point, the new
forecast will form the basis of the new bicnnial budget, closing the door on the ullimate use of the Revenue
Stabilization Fund,

Needless to say, based on the final revenue numbers, the budget ultimately adopted by the Governor
and the General Assembly will likely include less funding than originally proposed by either the House or
Senate. I am confident thal the General Assembly could mitigate the impact of these reductions on focal
governments, However, this is dependent on the use of the Revenue Stabilization Fund, often called the “rainy
day fund,” 10 offset the reduced revenues.

Let me be the first to say that this news creates a great deal of wgency and makes it all the more
imperative to complete work on the state budget as quickly as possible. Without access to the flexibility
aftorded by the Revenue Stabilization Fund, the options available to the Governor and General Assembly will
be severely imited. This may result in significant funding cuts to core functions of government.
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This scenario would obviously require localities to reexamine local budgets. Thope the advanced notice
of such a possible outcome will allow local leaders to begin making the necessary contingency plans.

Medicaid expansion is the only substantive issue delaying adoption of the budget, However, regardless
of’ one’s position on that issue, the consequences of failing to pass the budget by July 1 are simply too grave
{o delay any longer.

‘That is why I, along with other House leaders, believe strongly that we should set Medicaid expansion
aside and complete work on the state budget now. This is the quickest and fairest way to complete work on the
budget so ocal leaders can make final adjustments to their approved budgel. Aflter the budget is passed. we
can and should return to Richmond for a separate special session related to Medicaid expansion.

I will continue to work hard with my colleagues in both chambers and on both sides of the aisle in order
to complete work on the budget and will keep you informed of future developments,

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‘Sense of urgency’ as budget shoritfall looms

After almost three months of political theatrics, Virginia is about to get a stiff dose of budget reality.

The General Assembly money committees are preparing for deep spending cuts in a two-year budget
that has been stalled by a bitter political fight over using federal money to expand health coverage
for uninsured Virginians. If the legislature doesn’t break the impasse and adopt a budget by July 1,
the cuts will be twice as deep and the state’s financial reputation could be imperiled.

Pay raises for teachers and state employees, money for Richmond’s proposed slave heritage site, and
any other new spending that isn’t required by law won’t happen if Virginia faces an expected $1.35
billion shortfall in revenue through the next budget biennium.

“All of the new money is gone,” warned House Appropriations Chairman S. Chris Jones, R-Suffolk,
on Friday. |

Local governments brace for state budget fallout

After a strong performance in April, Jones said May appears to have been “one of the worst five
months” in modern Virginia history for revenue collections falling below the level that was forecast
to fund the two-year state budget.

Gov. Terry McAuliffe and legislators won’t know the depth of the shortfall until the state closes the
books on this fiscal year after July 1 and revises the revenue forecast for the next two years in
August,

The assembly money committees are trying now to save essentials — funding the state’s share of
retirement contributions for state employees and teachers, increasing the state’s minimum
contributions to public schools, and paying debt service on capital projects at public colleges and
universities.

How did we get here? A budget primer

They will try to fund the rest of state government at the levels in the current state budget, Jones said.
And they will seek to preserve commitments to expanding mental health services after a tragedy
involving one of their own — Sen. R. Creigh Deeds, D-Bath. His son stabbed him and then killed
himself in November after being released from an expired emergency custody order.

But all bets are off if the assembly fails to adopt a budget by July 1, preventing the state from
tapping up to $675 million in its rainy day fund and potentially triggering a shutdown or curtailment
of state government services.
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“It’s imperative that the General Assembly enact a budget,” said R. Ronald Jordan, executive
director of the Virginia Governmental Employees Association and a veteran lobbyist whose clients
include Richmond and its school system.

If it doesn’t and the worst happens, “you can kiss your Triple-A bond rating and ‘best-managed state
in the nation’ (ranking) goodbye,” predicted Jordan, a former member of the House Appropriations
staff.

- The Appropriations and Senate Finance committees have been working together to avoid the
doomsday scenario since McAuliffe informed budget negotiators from both chambers on May 19
that the state was in danger of not meeting its revenue forecast for the fiscal year that ends June 30.

Two days later, the governor’s top finance and budget officials met with key staff of the assembly
money committees to begin looking for ways to prepare for a revenue shortfall now estimated at
$350 million this year, or about 2 percent of the state’s $16.8 billion annual general fund budget.

They say it’s all but certain that Virginia will have to revise its revenue forecast for the budget that
will cover July 1, 2014, through June 30, 2016. Sen. Walter A. Stosch, R-Henrico, co-chairman of
Senate Finance, said last week that the new forecast could reduce available revenues by $500 million
in each year of the biennium, on top of the current shortfall.

The state is likely to substantially scale back current forecasts for income tax withholding collections
in the next two years and take a hard look at the current model for predicting payments of volatile
non-withholding taxes, such as capital gains and self-employment income.

Virginia scaled back its forecast for non-withholding income taxes twice — when it was setting the
forecast late last year and again in February — but still remains about $300 million under the target
for this fiscal year.

Secretary of Finance Richard D. “Ric” Brown, who helped prepare the budget that then-Gov. Bob
McDonnell proposed in December, acknowledged “a disconnect” between the state’s methodology
for predicting capital gains and other non-withholding income tax collections and this year’s
performance.

Brown cannot estimate the magnitude of the likely shortfall until the new forecast is complete,
probably in mid-August, but he said: “It’s a concern to the House, it’s a concern to the Senate, and
it’s a concern to the administration.”

“All that says is there’s a new sense of urgency to getting a budget,” he said.
b 2
The threat already has prompted action in the Senate, where a leading advocate for a proposed

private insurance marketplace has proposed to separate the plan from the budget to end the
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stalemate. Sen. Emmett W. Hanger Jr., R-Augusta, said Thursday that he wants the Senate to act on
the House budget bill so the competing versions of the budget can go to conference committee to
resolve differences and prepare for the potential shortfall.

At the same time, Hanger said he will introduce legislation that would empower the McAuliffe
administration to move forward on expanded health coverage on Oct. 1 and eliminate the
requirement that a majority of members from each chamber on the Medicaid Innovation and Reform
Commission approve expansion before it can proceed.

“It is my strong belief it would be totally unacceptable for the legislature to abdicate its
responsibility to produce a balanced budget in a timely manner, for any reason,” Hanger said in a
statement Thursday, “and as well, it would be totally unacceptable for the administration to assume
executive powers to operate Virginia’s government without an approved budget or to expand
Medicaid without the concurrence of the legislature.”

“With that in mind, those of us in positions of responsibility need to get busy!” he said.

The concern is spreading across the state among those who rely on state aid for essential public
services.

Local governments worry about the potential loss of state funds for schools, jails and sheriff’s
offices, and state-supported positions, including local social services departments and constitutional
offices, such as sheriff, commonwealth’s attorney and clerk of court.

“T really can’t get my arms around how bad it’s going to be,” said Neal Menkes, director of fiscal
policy at the Virginia Municipal League.

Social services agencies dodged the first budget bullet Friday, when Brown said the state would
reimburse them for the benefits and services they provide after today — the beginning of their fiscal
year since then-Gov. L. Douglas Wilder moved the date back a month to save money in the recession
of the early 1990s.

“I want to assure you that these local offices will be reimbursed once a state budget has been
approved and payments can be made,” Brown said in a memorandum to the agencies Friday
afternoon,

The agencies had been waiting for the state promise of continued funding since the beginning of

May.

“I would say our membership has been extremely nervous about this for the past month,” said Carl
E. Ayers, director of social services in Floyd County and president of the Virginia League of Social
Services Executives.
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The agencies have been preparing contingency plans for delivering essential services to the elderly
and disabled, the abused and neglected, children in foster care, and people who rely on food stamps
o cat.

“We have fo be here to respond to protect the citizens who can’t protect themselves,” Ayers said.

There also is concern about what happens if the assembly fails to adopt a budget by July 1.

McAuliffe insists that he has emergency authority to continue operating state government without a
budget, although House Republicans have challenged his ability to do so under the state constitution
— setting up a potential legal confrontation in the Virginia Supreme Court.

But the size of the potential revenue shortfall has changed the political dynamic at the Capitol, where
the House and Senate have been locked in a budget stalemate over using federal dollars to expand
health coverage to hundreds of thousands of uninsured Virginians.

Members of the Senate Finance Committee began pushing last week to defuse the standoff and get
the competing budgets into a conference committee, where the primary focus is likely to be on
cutting spending to reflect drastically lower revenues for the biennium.

“We have to have a general, broad agreement about what we’re going to cut,” Jones said.

Senate Finance leaders met last week for an update on the predicted shortfall and the options for
spending cuts. They plan to meet again June 9 to prepare a budget for the full committee and Senate.
House Appropriations staff will brief committee members June 16 on their budget options.

The key is approving a budget by July 1 so the state can tap the Revenue Stabilization Fund, known
as the rainy day fund.

The state is constitutionally required to make a payment of almost $250 million into the fund in the
next fiscal year, which it is likely to do immediately to boost the reserve to almost $940 million.
Then it would draw down $425 mililion for fiscal 2015 and $250 million for fiscal 2016, Stosch said
last week.

If that happens, Jones predicted that the state would be able to adjust upward state aid to local school
divisions for K-12 education, make required contributions to the Virginia Retirement System for
state employees and teachers, and pay the debt on higher education capital projects.

He also hopes to protect $50 million to $60 million in proposed new state spending to expand mental
health services in communities and state hospitals to ensure that people who arc a danger to
themselves or others will not be released without appropriate treatment, as 24-year-old Austin C.
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“Gus” Deeds was 13 hours before he attacked his father and killed himself.

“I"m certain the priority for the legislature would be to hold harmless the funds in the mental health
package,” Jones said.

But he added, “If we can’t access the rainy day fund, the options are going to be much more
difficult.”

Margaret Nimmo Crowe, executive director of Voices for Virginia’s Children, said she hopes that
package will continue to include $7.5 million for transitional care of youths who are 17 to 24, the
same age range as Gus Deeds when he began grappling with mental illness.

“It’s shocking for me that we could have a tragedy like this in our state and come out of the budget
with absolutely nothing for children’s mental health,” said Crowe, who also is worried about money
proposed by the Senate for children’s crisis services and tele-psychiatry.

State employees and teachers had high hopes for raises, especially under the proposed Senate
budget.

“I think they’re very much in jeopardy,” said Robley S. Jones, lobbyist for the Virginia Education
Association.

Jordan, representing state employees, said Friday that his “biggest concern is we start losing jobs and
the ability to provide core services.”

“You’re looking af cutting specific services and that means state employee jobs,” he said.
At best, the revised budget would fund most of state government at current levels.

Said Robley Jones: “It’s just very, very discouraging.”

b. Park benches. Please see the attached request from the Parks Director. “Be if resolved

that the Parks Administration budgeted expenditure and appropriations be increased
$1,010, and that donation revenue of 81,010 be recognized in the same amount, all for

the purpose of replacing park benches in the Chet Hobert Park.”

Josephine City Historic District Nomination. The FY 15 Budget included an $18,500
appropriation for this project of which $4,000 was local tax funding. At the time the
budget was developed the grant had not yet been approved. When it was, it was
approved at a total expenditure of $14,500. The Finance Committee recommends that
this loss in expected Commonwealth funding be partially offset by increasing the Clarke
County local tax funding for the project from $4,000 to $6,850 as follows:

“Be it resolved that $2,850 be transferred from the contingency for professional

services to the Historic Preservation Commission for the purpose of completing the

Josephine City Historic District Nomination.”

2. Notice of Grant Application, The Natural Resources Director is applying for a grant from the

Dominion Foundation to study Nitrogen in streams. This grant will be administered by the
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Downstream Project, but will require approximately $2,000 of in-kind support from the Natural

Resources Director,

3. Fiscal Policy Amendment regarding Grants. The Finance Commitiee recommends the
following attached revision of the Fiscal Policy Section concerning grants. The purpose is to
clarify the process by which grants are sought and approved. Approval is recommended by the

Finance Committee.

4. FY 15 Commonwealth Appropriations. The Commonwealth is faced with two problems: a
very large revenue shortfall, and a stalemate on the adoption of the budget. The two matters are
intertwined, and it is complicated to speéik of the local response to the situation without mixing
the two, It is further complicated by the fact that certain FY 14 Clarke revenues are FY 15
Commonwealth expenditures (ex. PPTRA and Compensation Board). However, the following

actions are recommended to manage the situation;

a. Social Services. FY 15 began June 1 for this agency, but there are no appropriations for

the Commonwealth until the budget is adopted. However, the Secretary of Finance
assures localities that they will be reimbursed for any local amounts fronted for June (see
attached). When a budget is adopted it may include reductions to Clarke County DSS.,
Recommended action: Send letter to Social Services advising a vacancy freeze, and

deferral of nonessential expenditure in anticipation of budget cuts.

b. Regional Organizations. Recommended action: Review the list of these organizations to

determine which must be funded (such as the Regional Jail), and notify the rest in July
that their allocations will be withheld as of August 1 if there has been no resolution of

' the Commonwealth budget.

c. All departments and boards funded by the Supervisors. The attached document shows

in italics the Commonwealth funding for the various agencies funded by the Board of
Supervisors. The total Commonwealth funding equals $1,170,000 per month. The
Board could choose to continue operations with $11,000,000 in fund balance
designations in hbpes of reimbursement after Commonwealth budget adoption.
However, deep Commonwealth budget cuts should be expected due to their revenue

shortfall. Alternatively, the Board could order revenue increases (ex. supplemental real
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estate tax) or expenditure decreases in an amount equal to the monthly revenue loss, with
the risk of a windfall if the Commonwealth does reimburse. The following steps are

recommended (exceptions to all noted):

i. Vacancy freeze and defer expenditure immediately, with exceptions subject to review
by the County Administrator.

ii. Restricted expenditure for FY 15 part-time salaries.

iii. Defer capital projects including ERP, Sheriff’s renovation, and others, if no budget

adoption.

iv. Determine which departments and boards must continue operating and at what level

in advance of August 1.

v, After August 1, save as much as possible through these measures each month that

the budget remains unresolved, and front local funds for the rest.

vi. Prepare to furlough employees if the budget is not adopted by August 1,
These actions will prepare the County for a Commonwealth government shutdown.
Actions taken in items i, ii, and iii will anticipate the budget shortfall that will likely hit
localities when the budget is ultimately adopted.

The Historic Preservation Commission applied for two Certified Local Government granis for FY14-15. In
March, the HPC received an appropriation as match from the BOS for two CLG grant applications; 1 for
Josephine City National Register nomination $1,150 and the other for stabilization of buildings at
Greenway Ct. - 52,850, a total of 54,000. We were approved for the Josephine City grant but not the
Greenway Ct grant. .

In addition, DHR asked us to reduce the budget for Josephine by $4,000 as they did not have sufficient
resources to fund all of the grant requests. This is something that we complied with and attached are
the original and revised budgets. The difference of $4,000 comes from the Architectural Historian
contract amount. In the original budget, the total was $14,000 which was reduced from $10,350 to
$6,350. For both budgets the match amount was $3,650; that included $1,150 from the BOS, $1,000
from the Clarke County Historical Association, and $1,500 from the Town of Berryville.

The Josephine City Historic District National Repister Nomination

This grant application addresses the completion of a National Register Nomination Form
for the Josephine City Historic District, an African-American community located in the
Town of Berryville in Clarke County Virginia.

Josephine City Historie District

An architectural survey and Preliminary Information Form (PIF) for a proposed
Josephine City Historic District was funded as part of a CLG (2012/2013) grant to Clarke
County and the district was found to be potentially eligible for listing in the National
Register, A 2013/2014 CLG application by the county was not awarded so we are again
asking for this very important project to be funded.

The area under consideration is made up of approximately 40 acres with 50 properties
that contain primarily dwellings, including examples of late-19™century, vernacular, log,
and frame, hall-parlor plan and I-houses. More contemporary dwellings are interspersed
among the historic ones. A church, former schools (including the Josephine City School;
National Register, individually listed, 1995), and a cemetery are also included in the
neighborhood. The resources tell the important story of the growth and development of
this unique historic and cultural resource that was developed in the 1870s by free blacks.

African Americans played a significant role in Clarke County’s hlstory, comprising a
majority of the population (as enslaved workers) during the mid- 19" century. The county
government has made an effort to recognize African-American resources on several
occasions in the past by funding the successful nomination and listing of two African-
American schools on the National Register of Historic Places as well as the completion of
an African-American historic context for the county (2002 CLG Project #66014), in
addition to the current CLG grant to conduct an architectural survey and write a PIF, It is
anticipated that the neighborhood will be determined eligible for listing by DHR ona
local level of significance under Criteria A for Ethnic Heritage and Education and under
Criteria C for Architecture. The Period of Significance is 1874, four years after the
community was created and the date of the earliest burial in the cemetery, up to 1966, the
year of full desegregation in the county. 1t was in the 1965/1966 school year that the
Johnson-Williams High School, a school that had housed black students from the Ist to
the 12th grades, became tully integrated as the Johnson-Williams Middle School, the
only middle school in the county.
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The impetus for the Josephine City Historic District came trom a group of interested
community residents who wanted official recognition of this very unique historic area.
The support base has expanded as the project has progressed. The Town of Berryville
tinancially supported part of the architectural survey and PIF matching funds and are
again stepping forward to partially support the completion of the National Register
Nomination Form. The Clarke County Historical Association is also contributing funds
for the National Register nomination. Josephine City is also located on tand that was sold
off by Ellen Jett McCormick, owner of Clermont (a DHR-owned property).

Once this project is completed, Clarke County will have one of the highest percentages

(nearly 45%) of its land in National Register Historic Districts in the Commonwealth,

* Project Description  The proposed project will measure the nitrate yield of 10 major springs and base flow
nitrate yiclds in three selected stream basins. Using the yield data and drainage areas of
the stream sites, the yield of nitrate from the stream segnients will be caleulated and a
map will be developed identifying areas of higher niteate yield. This map will be used as a
guide {or Lord Fairfax Soit and Water Conservation District (LFSWCD) to recruit
tandowners to install Agricaltural Best Management practices (Ag BMPs). The overali
goai of the project is o focus outreach efforts for LFSWCD's Ag DMP prograns on ateas
where the greatest nitrate reductions can be achieved. As a result, both focal and
Chesapeake Bay water quality improvement efforis will be aceelerated, and our
understanding of the factors that may cause the elevated nilrate concentrations will be
significantly enhanged.

Unless this testing and map data can be synthesized, visuatized, and understood, there is a
risk losing the opportunity to inspire change, particutarly in the spplication of best
nanagement praclices. Agricultural agents, like those from the Lord Fairfax Soil and
Water District, need better 1ools to demonstrate the need for water quality improvements
inour local streams and springs, therefore an innovative education and outreach strategy
will be employed through a partnership between The Pownstream Project, Friends of the
Shenandoah River, and Lord Fairfax SWCD, The Downstream Project will capture the
key messages from the monitoring data and develop a report card to make the informatipn
more compaliing to loval landowners. The implications of nitrogen levels rising above the
drinking water standard are alarming. The ability to communicate the results of water ‘
quality monitoring effectively should allow project partners to galvanize the eitizenry,
including farmers, to.help proteet our drinking water and their local springs, streams, and
Tivers.

Additional Project Description  The proposed project will result in the identification of areas thal contribute the greatest
amount of nitrate to three Clarke County pesennial streams, Spout Run, Chapel Run, and
Wheat Spring Branch. These three stréams are Hsted on the Virginia Depariment of
Environmental Quality’s (DEQ) 2012 Tmpaired Waters list and have or wilt have Total
Maximum Dally Load (1MDLs) developed along with implementation plans, The
streams are located in valicy portion of Clarke County, Virginia and are underlain by karst
geology characterized by large springs, sinkholes, and reck outcrops. This type of geology
signilcantly increases the susceptibility of these streams to contamination. Friends of the
Sheaandoah River has collecied data over the past 20 years documenting a 50% to 100%
increase in the nitrate concentration in the Valley's karst streams, In addition, their data
has indicated that one of the Clarke County springs studicd already yields nitrate
concentrations in excess of the drinking water standard. The US Geological Survey
{USGS} (2010) documented that more than 90% of the stream flow of karst strcams in
Clarke County is ground water, and that much of the ground water is supplied by springs.
Ground water s the water supply tor approximately 5,500 (100%) people living in the
VaHey area of the County; however, the shatiow karst aquifers ean easily be conlaminated
by land applied contaminants. Springs support much of the base How of streams in the
kars{ arcas of Clarke County and the guality of the spring waler at base flow is an
excellent measure of the quality of the shallow ground water.

The Shenandoah Valley is a major contributor of nutrients te the Chesapeake Bay.
Non-point sourees of nutrients in the streams of the Valley are transported by overland
wash off during rain storms or by comtaminated ground water during base flow, The
effectivencss of water quality improvement strategies and the associated BMPs 10 control

water may contribute mest of the nitrate found in our streams. In such cases, BMPs that

long term antrient yield of streams than BMPs that are designed to tilter runoff,

IT the nitrate contamination continues unabated, then the shallow karst aquifers of Clarke
County will soon contain water with pifrate concentrations that exceed the drinking water
fimit of Wmg/L,

One of the outputs of this project will be development of maps to be utitized by LFSWCD
to target Ag BMP outreach efforts. In addition, Clarke County will use these maps (o
consider other remediation measures that may be needed in order to address increasing
nitrate concentrations in the County's streams and springs. Base flow synoptie sampling
{springs and streams) and Nlow measurements will be used identify nitrate source areas for
each stream. Local Boy Scouts will be recruited to assist project partners with flow
measurernents and caleulations in order to provide local students with an environmental
educational opportunily. Each stream will be sampled 20 to 30 times in order to develop a
sufficiently robust data set.

As a local governmient, Clarke County has participated in sultiple stream restorstion
projects for the County's karst streams, With grant funding from the DEQ's EPA Section
319 Program and the Virginia Water Quality improvement Fund, the County has worked
with Iandowners to fence livestock out of streams, install off strean walering for
livestock, and other BMP's on agriculturat land to improve waler quality.

Voluntcer monitors {or the Friends of the Shenandoah River (FOSR) will conduct the
sampling and water quality anatysis, FOSR are certitied as a Level 11 fab, meaning that
their data can be used to identify impatred waterways in Virginia, amd {0 remove these
waters from the Commonwealih’s impaired waters list.

The Downstream Project hos enjoyed a long-standing relationship with Clarke County
and the Friends of the Shenandeah River.

In that process, they identified the opportunity and the need to develop a way to present
aver 20 years of monitoring data {from the Shenandoah watershed currently available on
thelr website inte a image-rich visual “report card” that is easily accessible and
understood by a wide audience thereby Influenelng awareness, decision and
policymaking.

The Downstream Project is in the communications and storytelling business. They
propose to captuse the key messages from this monitoring data described in the grant and
develop such a report card {o make the information mere compelling.

Potential local impacts of NO state budget by July 1

Virginia’s local governments are entering into “unchartered territory” should the
Commonwealth end FY 2014 with no state budget for FY 2015-2016. VACo and many
groups have advocated for approval of a state budget that will continue to fund core
functions and services at the county level. These core functions include education,
human services and public safety.
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Failure to adopt a state budget leaves county governments responsible to fund and
support state mandated services entirely through local revenues generated by real
property, personal property and local business taxes.

VACo encourages all counties to advocate for passage of a state budget immediately—
a budget that ensures core government services will continue without interruption.

Should the legislature fail to act, the following is a sample listing of local impacts. The
impacts on each county varies depending on respective reserves, tax rates and revenue
received from real property, personal property, local business taxes and other revenue
resources.

Another factor that may distinguish select localities is the due date for taxes. Some
counties collect two times and some once per year. Many have a December deadline
while others collect in June. These due dates could create a “"cash crunch” for many
counties collecting in December.

Other factors to be considered are the reimbursement schedules for state funds to
counties. One example is the state department of social services reimburses a county
for providing mandated services on a quarierly basis while the Compensation Board
reimburses on a monthly cycle.

The following information was developed through the assistance of many state and local
partners and is not considered “all inclusive.” If there are missing components that
impact your county, please contact Dean Lynch with additional information.

State-Supported Positions

Many counties receive funding for employees that are classified as state supported
positions. These positions in many localities are funded through a variety of state/local
match funds. These typically include employees at local departments of social services,
constitutional offices, local law enforcement agencies and local school divisions.

State direct, indirect, or Federal pass-through funding
These types of state funds provide substantial monies towards many county operations.

» Direct state funding impacts areas of all county services that include but is not
limited to foster care payments, daycare and other human services, jail per
diems, conservation easements and state grants. Mandated services provided by
counties receive direct state fund reimbursements.

» Indirect state funding are items such as reimbursement from the Commonwealth

for rental space for local department of social services and health department
operations.
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* Federal pass-through funding includes local department of social services
operations and 100 percent funded programs such as special adoptions

Impacts on local school divisions

All counties receive state funding to deliver public education services. State funding as
a percentage of categorical state aid varies among Virginia's counties. A couple of
county school divisions that would be most affected by reduced or eliminated state
funding would be Lee (68.5 percent of total school funds were state funds) and
Pittsylvania (68.2 percent of total school funds were state funds) as compared to
Arlington (12.4 percent of total school funds were state funds) and Bath (15.8 percent of
total school funds were state funds) counties.

Mitigating local impacts without state assistance will be troublesome to all counties.
Following is a list of discussion items that should be evaluated in each county.

+ Cash flow — Does the county have enough cash reserves or new tax revenues
coming in June/July to float the county’s operations until state dollars
arrive? Does the school division have the fiscal capacity to operate?

» Budget revisions — The state’s failure will almost certainly require local
governments to revise their budgets, requiring additional hearings and meetings.
That may also hold true for school boards. Will local tax rates need to be revised
and re-advertised? Locally adopted budgets may not reflect the most recent state
revenue deficit of $300 million to $350 million in FY 2014. ~

+ Teacher coniracts — in past state budget stalemates, school boards were advised
to make sure that the teacher contracts included language pointing out terms of
employment could change if state appropriations do not materialize. This is
important because state law requires teachers to be notified of any reductions in
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force due to funding decreases.

+ Iflocal governments do not have the cash to pay for all the operations usually
included in their budgets, decisions will have to be made to determine essential
versus non-essential services.

* For those local governments planning to enter the bond market for capital
projects, the budget impasse could affect their bond ratings. Wall Street likes the
certainty that bondholders will be paid. Local budgets may not look sufficiently
“stable” to the bond rating agencies. If that's the case, then bond issuance and
interest costs would increase.

+ Delays in getting state reimbursements for Compensation Board positions, local
social services departments, road maintenance and Comprehensive Services Act
programs.

+ Delays in receiving local revenues collected by the state like local sales taxes,
communications and sales taxes, and local fines and fees imposed by the courts.

* Uncertainty about how to pay for local positions funded jointly by the state and
localities.

+ Delays in receiving federal funds that pass-through the state.

Tax payments for real estate, tangible personal property, machinery and
tools and merchants' capital shall be due and payable to the Treasurer of
the county during the year for which the same are assessed in two
approximately equal installments: 1/2 on or before June 5 and the
remainder on or before December 5 of each tax year, provided that the
personal property tax levied on motor vehicles, trailers and boats which
shall have acquired a situs within the county after the tax day shall be due
30 days from the date of the tax bill. Such tax shall be prorated on a monthly
basis, a period of more than 1/2 month counted as a full month and a period
of less than 1/2 month shall not be counted, and shall be collected in the
same manner as herein prescribed.

A penalty of 10% of the taxes past due shall be assessed on the day after
the payment of taxes is due. Interest on said delinquent taxes and penalty
at the rate of 10% per annum shall commence on the first day of the month
following the month in which such taxes are due, and said interest shall be
added to any late tax payment and paid. For the second and subsequent
years of delinquency, such interest shall be at the rate established pursuant
to Section 6621 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, as amended, or 10%
annually, whichever is greater.

The governing body of any county, city or town may impose, upon each person chargeable with delinquent taxes or other
delinquent charges, fees to cover the administrative costs and reasonable attorney's or collection agency's fees actually
contracted for. The attorney's or collection agency's fees shall not exceed 20 percent of the taxes or other charges so collected.
The administrative costs shall be in addition to all penalties and interest, and shall not exceed $30 for taxes or other charges
collected subsequent to 30 or more days after notice of delinquent taxes or charges pursuant to § 58.1-3919 but prior to the
taking of any judgment with respect to such delinquent taxes or charges, and $35 for taxes or other charges collected
subsequent to judgment. If the collection activity is to collect on a nuisance abatement lien, the fee for administrative costs shall
be $150 or 25 percent of the cost, whichever is less; however, in no event shall the fee be less than $25.

No tax assessment or tax bill shall be deemed delinquent and subject to the collection procedures prescribed herein during the
pendency of any administrative appeal under § 58.1-3980, so long as the appeal is filed within 90 days of the date of the
assessment, and for 30 days after the date of the final determination of the appeal, provided that nothing in this paragraph shall
be construed to preclude the assessment or refund, following the final determination of such appeal, of such interest as
otherwise may be provided by general law as to that portion of a tax bill that has remained unpaid or was overpaid during the
pendency of such appeal and is determined in such appeal to be properly due and owing.

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AGREEMENT

This Software as a Service (“SaaS”) agreement (“Agreement”) is made this day of

2014 (“Effective Date”) by and between Tyler Technologies, Inc., a Delaware corporation with offices
at 1 Tyler Drive, Yarmouth, Maine 04096 (“Tyler”) and Clarke County, with offices at 101 Chalmers Court,
Suite B, Berryville, Virginia 22611 (“Client”).

WHEREAS Client issued a Request for Proposals on October 1, 2013 for the purpose of acquiring Enterprise
Resource Planning (ERP) Software and Implementation Services; and

WHEREAS Tyler responded to Client’s Request for Proposals with a Proposal dated November 12, 2013; and

WHEREAS Tyler is in the business of providing the type of software Client has indicated an interest in

obtaining;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and of the mutual covenants and promises set forth
herein, Tyler and Client agree that Tyler shall provide products and services, and Client shall pay prices, as set
forth in this Agreement.

SECTION A - SOFTWARE LICENSE

1. License Grant.

a.

Upon the Effective Date, Tyler hereby grants to Client a non-exclusive, non-transferable,
royalty-free, revocable license to use the Tyler software products set forth in the investment
summary attached hereto as Exhibit 1 (“Investment Summary”) and related interfaces
(collectively, the “Tyler Software Products™) and Tyler user guides provided in or with the
Tyler Software Products (“User Guides”) for Client's internal business purposes only and
otherwise subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement. The grant of license is
contingent on Client remitting payment of fees required under this SaaS Agreement. TYLER
HAS THE RIGHT TO REVOKE THIS LICENSE IF CLIENT TERMINATES, CANCELS OR
FAILS TO RENEW A SAAS AGREEMENT. TYLER HAS THE RIGHT TO REVOKE THIS
LICENSE IF CLIENT FAILS TO REMIT ANY REQUIRED UNDISPUTED SAAS FEES
AND THE AMOUNT IN ARREARS IS THIRTY (30) DAYS OR OLDER FOLLOWING
THIRTY (30) DAYS WRITTEN NOTICE TO CLIENT OF TYLER INTENT TO REVOKE
THE LICENSE.

Tyler shall retain ownership of, including all intellectual property rights in and to, the Tyler
Software Products and User Guides.

The Tyler Software Products are not licensed to perform functions or processing for
subdivisions or entities that were not disclosed to Tyler prior to the Effective Date. “Client”, as
that term is used herein, includes the County of Clarke, the Clarke County School Board, and
the Clarke County Sanitary Authority.

Client acknowledges and agrees that the Tyler Software Products and User Guides are
proprietary to Tyler and have been developed as trade secrets at Tyler's expense. Client shall
use best efforts to keep the Tyler Software Products and User Guides confidential and to
prevent any misuse, unauthorized use or unauthorized disclosure of the Tyler Software Products
or User Guides by any party.

The Tyler Software Products may not be modified by anyone other than Tyler. If Client
modifies the Tyler Software Products without Tyler's prior written consent, Tyler's obligations
to provide maintenance services on, and the warranty for, the Tyler Software Products will be
void. Client shall not perform decompilation, disassembly, translation or other reverse





engineering on the Tyler Software Products.

In the event Client acquires from Tyler any edition of Tyler Content Manager software other
than Enterprise Edition, the license for Content Manger is restricted to use with Tyler
applications only. If Client wishes to use Tyler Content Management software with non-Tyler
applications, Client must purchase or upgrade to Tyler Content Manager Enterprise Edition.

2. License Fees. Client agrees to pay Tyler, and Tyler agrees to accept from Client as payment in full for
the license granted herein, the SaaS fees set forth in the Investment Summary.

4.

Limited Warranty. For the purposes of this Agreement, a “Defect” is defined as a failure of the Tyler

Software Products to substantially conform to the then-current Tyler User Guides and the functional
descriptions of the Tyler Software Products in Tyler's written proposal to Client. In the event of conflict
between the afore-mentioned documents, the then-current Tyler User Guides will control. A Tyler
Software Product is “Defective” if it contains a Defect. For as long as a current SaaS Agreement is in
place, Tyler warrants that the Tyler Software Products will not contain Defects. If the Tyler Software
Products do not perform as warranted, Tyler will use reasonable efforts, consistent with industry
standards, to cure the Defect in accordance with Tyler’s then-current support call process (Tyler’s
current support call process is set forth in the document attached hereto as Exhibit 3).

Intellectual Property Infringement Indemnification.

a.

Tyler’s Obligations. Tyler shall defend and indemnify Client against any claim by an
unaffiliated third party of this Agreement that a Tyler Software Product, if used within the scope
of this Agreement, directly infringes that party's registered United States patent, copyright or
trademark issued and existing as of the Effective Date or as of the distribution date of a release
to the Tyler Software Product, and will pay the amount of any resulting adverse final judgment
issued by a court of competent jurisdiction or of any settlement made by Tyler in writing. Tyler
will keep Client reasonably informed in connection with the defense and/or settlement of any
claims.
Client’s Obligations. Tyler obligations in this section are contingent on the Client performing
all of the following in connection with any claim as described herein:

i. Promptly notifies Tyler in writing of any such claim;

ii. Gives Tyler reasonable cooperation, information, and assistance in connection with the
claim; and

iii. Consents to Tyler's sole control and authority with respect to the defense, settlement or
compromise of the claim provided, however, that Tyler shall obtain Client’s consent,
which shall not be unreasonably withheld, prior to settling or compromising any claim
in which:

a) Clientis a named party in such action; and

b) The proposed settlement, compromise or resolution of such claim requires any
payment from Client which will not be indemnified by Tyler, or any action by
Client other than cessation of use of the infringing Tyler Software Product.

iv. In cases where Client and Tyler are the only named parties in the claim, the
parties will reasonably cooperate with respect to the defense, settlement or
compromise of the claim.

Exceptions to Tyler’s Obligations. Tyler will have no liability hereunder if the claim of
infringement or an adverse final judgment rendered by a court of competent jurisdiction results
from:
i. Client's use of a previous version of a Tyler Software Product and the claim would have
been avoided had Client used the most-current version of the Tyler Software Product
made available to the Client, provided Tyler notified Client in writing of the alleged or

actual infringement and allowed Client a reasonable amount of time in which to migrate
to the current version;

ii. Client's combining the Tyler Software Product with devices or products not provided
or recommended by Tyler;

Use of a Tyler Software Product in applications, business environments or processes for
which the Tyler Software Product was not designed or contemplated, and where use of
the Tyler Software Product outside such application, environment or business process
would not have given rise to the claim;

Corrections, modifications, alterations or enhancements that Client made to the Tyler
Software Product and such correction, modification, alteration or enhancement is
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to be a contributing cause of the
infringement;

Use of the Tyler Software Product by any person or entity other than Client or Client's
employees; or

Client's willful infringement, including Client’s continued use of the infringing Tyler

d. Remedy.

In the event a Tyler Software Product is, by a court of competent jurisdiction, finally
determined to be infringing and its use by Client is enjoined, Tyler will, at its election:

The foregoing states Tyler's entire liability and Client's sole and exclusive remedy with
respect to the subject matter hereof.

SECTION B — PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

1. Services. Tyler shall provide the services set forth in the Investment Summary and Statement of Work at
Client's election, including Implementation, Consulting, Training, Conversion, and other miscellaneous
Services identified in the Statement of Work.

2. Expenses. Tyler will invoice Client for expenses in accordance with the then-current Tyler Business
Travel Policy, based on Tyler's usual and customary practices.

Implementation, Conversion, Training and/or consulting services utilized in excess of those set
forth in the Investment Summary and Statement of Work at the request of the Client will be
billed at Tyler's then-current rates.

Programming and/or interface quotes are estimates based on Tyler’s understanding of the
specifications supplied by Client. In the event Client requires additional work performed above
the specifications provided, Tyler will submit to Client an amendment containing an estimate of
the charges for the additional work. Client will have thirty (30) calendar days from the date the
estimate is provided to approve the amendment.

4. Cancellation. In the event Client cancels services less than two (2) weeks in advance, Client is liable to
Tyler for (i) all non-refundable expenses incurred by Tyler on Client's behalf; and (ii) Tyler’s then-





current daily fees it charges to Client’s obtaining such services if Tyler is unable to re-assign its
personnel.

5. Services Warranty. Tyler warrants that it shall perform services in a professional, workmanlike manner,
consistent with industry standards. In the event Tyler provides services that do not conform to this
warranty, Tyler will re-perform the services at no additional cost to Client. In the event such re-
performance of services by Tyler causes a material delay in the implementation schedule, Tyler and
Client shall adjust the SaaS fee payment schedule by a mutually agreed amount and document such
adjustment in an addendum to this Agreement.

6. Not-to-Exceed Contract. Tyler, through the exercise of its professional judgment and expertise,
warrants that the services included in the Agreement and accompanying statement of work are
reasonably sufficient to deliver the scope of work as mutually agreed and indicated in and through this
Agreement upon its execution, provided Client timely meets its obligations pursuant the Agreement. In
the event that proposed implementation days are not reasonably sufficient to deliver the scope of work,
at no fault of the Client, Tyler will complete the scope of work at no additional cost to the Client.

SECTION C - MAINTENANCE

1. Scope of Agreement. Client agrees to purchase and Tyler agrees to provide maintenance services for the
Tyler Software Products in accordance with the following terms and conditions.

2. Additional Charges. Any maintenance services performed by Tyler for Client which are not covered by this
SaaS Agreement, (see Limitations and Exclusions infra), including materials and expenses, will be billed to
Client at Tyler's then current rates.

If required by Client, Third Party
Products, Consulting and Training services related to the new releases will be provided to Client at Tyler’s then-
current prices. Client acknowledges and agrees that a new release of the Tyler Software Products is for
implementation in the Tyler Software Products as they exist without Client customization or modification.

f) Support prior releases of the Tyler Software Products in accordance with Tyler’s then-current release life
cycle policy.

g) Make new releases provided to Client in accordance with Section C (3) (e) available to Client in the hosted
environment upon mutual agreement of the parties, subject to Section C (3) (f).

h) Update User Guides to reflect the then-current functionality of the Tyler Software Products.

4. Limitations and Exclusions. Maintenance fees do not include installation or implementation of the Tyler






Software Products, onsite support, application design, other consulting services, and support outside Tyler's
normal business hours.

5. Access to Environment.
Client shall provide, at no charge to Tyler, full and free access to the Tyler Software Products hosted by Tyler in
order, when necessary, to provide maintenance services set forth herein.

SECTION D - THIRD PARTY PRODUCTS

1. Agreement to License or Sell Third Party Products. For the price set forth in the Investment Summary, Tyler
agrees to license or sell and deliver to Client, and Client agrees to accept from Tyler the System Software and
Hardware set forth in the Investment Summary (collectively, the “Third Party Products”).

2. License of System Software.

a) Upon Client's payment in full of the System Software fees, Tyler shall grant to Client and Client shall accept
from Tyler a non-exclusive, nontransferable, non-assignable license to use the System Software and related
documentation for Client's internal business purposes, subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein.

b) The developer of the System Software (each a “Developer”, collectively “Developers”) shall retain ownership
of the System Software.

c) The right to transfer the System Software to a replacement hardware system, if such System Software is
installed on Client owned hardware, is governed by the Developer. The cost for new media or any required
technical assistance to accommodate the transfer would be billable charges to Client. Client shall provide
advance written notice to Tyler of any such transfer.

d) Client acknowledges and agrees that the System Software and related documentation are proprietary to the
Developer and have been developed as trade secrets at the Developer's expense. Client shall use best efforts to
keep the System Software and related documentation confidential and to prevent any misuse, unauthorized use,
or unauthorized disclosure of the System Software and related documentation by any party.

e) Client shall not perform decompilation, disassembly, translation or other reverse engineering on the System
Software.

f) Client may make copies of the System Software if installed on Client hardware, but such copies shall be for
archive purposes only. Client shall repeat any and all proprietary notices on any copy of the System Software.
Client may make copies of the documentation accompanying the System Software for internal use only.

3. Delivery. Unless otherwise indicated in the Investment Summary, the prices for Third Party Products include
costs for shipment while in transit from the Developer or supplier to Client.

4. Installation and Acceptance. Unless otherwise noted in the Investment Summary, the Tyler Software Product
installation fee includes installation of the Third Party Products. Upon completion of installation, Client will
obtain from Tyler a certification of completion, or similar document, which will constitute Client's acceptance of
the Third Party Products. Such acceptance will be final and conclusive except for latent defect, fraud, and a
gross mistake as amount to fraud.

5. Site Requirements. Client shall provide a suitable environment, location and space for the installation and
operation of the Third Party Products being installed on Client premises; sufficient and adequate electrical
circuits for the Third Party Products; and installation of all required cables.

6. Warranties.

a) Tyler is authorized by each Developer to grant licenses or sublicenses to the System Software.

b) Tyler warrants that each System Software product will be new and unused, and if Client fully and faithfully
performs each and every obligation required of it under this Third Party Product Agreement, Client's title or
license to each System Software product will be free and clear of all liens and encumbrances arising through





Tyler.

c) Client acknowledges and agrees that Tyler is not the manufacturer of the Third Party Products. As such,
Tyler does not warrant or guarantee the condition or operating characteristics of the Third Party Products. Tyler
hereby grants and passes through to Client any warranty adjustments that Tyler may receive from the Developer
or supplier of the Third Party Products.

7. Maintenance.

a) In the event Client elects not to purchase through Tyler maintenance services on the System Software, it will
be the responsibility of Client to repair and maintain the System Software and purchase enhancements as
necessary after acceptance.

b) In the event Client elects to purchase through Tyler maintenance services on the System Software, Tyler will
facilitate resolution of a defect in a System Software product with the Developer.

c) In the event the Developer charges a fee for future System Software release(s), Client will be required to pay
such fee.

8. Limitation of Liability. In no event shall Tyler be liable for special, indirect, incidental, consequential, or
exemplary damages, including, without limitation, any damages resulting from loss of use, loss of data,
interruption of business activities, or failure to realize savings arising out of or in connection with the use of the
Third Party Products. Tyler's liability for damages and expenses arising out of this Third Party Product
Agreement, whether based on a theory of contract or tort, including negligence and strict liability, will be
limited to the License Fee/Purchase Price of the Third Party Products paid by Client. Such prices are set in
reliance upon this limitation of liability.

SECTION E - SOFTWARE AS A SERVICE
1. Term. The term of this SaaS Agreement shall be June 1, 2014 through May 31, 2019 (“Term”).

2. Hosting. Tyler shall host and make available to Client the Tyler Software Products listed in the Investment
Summary.

3. Concurrent Users. The SaaS fees are based on sixteen (16) concurrent users. Should the number of
concurrent users be exceeded, Tyler reserves the right to re-negotiate the SaaS fees based upon any resulting
changes in the pricing categories.

4. SaaS Fees. The Client agrees to timely pay and Tyler Agrees to accept from Client the SaaS fees listed in
the Investment Summary in accord with the requirements of this Agreement. Client acknowledges that
continued access to the Tyler Software Products is contingent on Client’s payments of SaaS Fees as
indicated in this Agreement. If Client fails to remit the SaaS Fees as required by this Agreement, Tyler shall
have the undisputed right to terminate this Agreement and deny access to the hosted applications for Client
following thirty (30) days written Notice of Tyler’s intent to terminate.

5. Service Level Agreement. For as long as a current SaaS Agreement is in effect, Tyler shall provide Client
access to the Tyler Software Products then-licensed by Client in accordance with Tyler’s then-current
Service Level Agreement.

8. TCM. Tyler’s Hosting of Tyler Content Manager SE includes up to 50 GB in storage in Tyler’s hosted
environment. Should additional storage be required, it may be purchased as needed at an annual fee of
$1,000 per 100 GB.

9. Self-hosting. At any time during the Term, Client may elect to self-host the Tyler Software Products. In
such event, the then-current license fees set forth in Tyler’s published pricelist will be discounted by 10%
per year for each full year of the Term, not to exceed 50%.

10. Renewal Term Fees. This Agreement may be renewed for up to two (2) one (1)-year terms, with no
increase to the Saas fees set forth in the Investment Summary.

SECTION F - GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. Taxes. The fees set forth in the Investment Summary do not include any taxes, including, without
limitation, sales, use or excise tax. All applicable taxes shall be paid by Tyler to the proper authorities
and shall be reimbursed by Client to Tyler. In the event Client possesses a valid direct-pay permit,
Client will forward such permit to Tyler on the Effective Date. In such event, Client will be responsible
for remitting all applicable taxes to the proper authorities. If tax-exempt, Client will provide Tyler with
Client's tax-exempt certificate.

2. Invoice Dispute.
a. Inthe event Client believes products or services do not conform to warranties in this

Agreement, Client may withhold fees for such nonconforming products or services and will
provide written notice to Tyler within fifteen (15) calendar days of receipt of the applicable
invoice. Client is allowed an additional fifteen (15) calendar days to provide written
clarification and details. Tyler will provide a written response to Client that will include either
a justification of the invoice or an adjustment to the invoice. Tyler and Client will develop a
plan to outline the reasonable steps to be taken by Tyler and Client to resolve any issues
presented in Client's notice to Tyler. Such plan may include the re-performance of services by
Tyler, in accordance with Section B (5). Client may only withhold payment of the amount
actually in dispute until Tyler completes its action items outlined in the plan. Notwithstanding
the foregoing, if Tyler is unable to complete its actions outlined in the plan because Client has
not completed its action items outlined in the plan, Client will remit full payment of the invoice.

b. Any invoice not disputed as described above will be deemed accepted by Client. Tyler reserves
the right to suspend delivery of all services in the event Client fails to pay an invoice not
disputed as described above within sixty (60) calendar days of receipt of invoice.

3. Force Majeure; Client Assistance. “Force Majeure” is defined as an event beyond the reasonable
control of a party, including governmental action, war, riot or civil commotion, fire, natural disaster,
labor disputes, restraints affecting shipping or credit, delay of carriers, inadequate supply of suitable
materials or any other cause which could not with reasonable diligence be foreseen, controlled or
prevented by the party. Neither party shall be liable for delays in performing its obligations under this
Agreement to the extent that the delay is caused by Force Majeure.

Force Majeure will not be allowed unless:

a.  Within ten (10) business days of the occurrence of Force Majeure, the party whose performance
is delayed thereby provides the other party or parties with written notice explaining the cause
and extent thereof, as well as a request for a time extension equal to the estimated duration of
the Force Majeure events.

b. Within ten (10) business days after the cessation of the Force Majeure event, the party whose
performance was delayed provides the other party written notice of the time at which Force
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Majeure ceased and a complete explanation of all pertinent events pertaining to the entire Force
Majeure situation.

Either party will have the right to terminate this Agreement if Force Majeure suspends performance of
scheduled tasks by one or more parties for a period of one hundred-twenty (120) or more days from the
scheduled date of the task. This paragraph will not relieve Client of its responsibility to pay for services
and goods provided to Client and expenses incurred on behalf of Client prior to the effective date of
termination.

In addition, Client acknowledges that the implementation of the Tyler Software Products is a
cooperative process requiring the time and resources of Client personnel. Client shall, and shall cause
Client personnel to, use all reasonable efforts to cooperate with and assist Tyler as may be reasonably
required to meet the project deadlines and other milestones agreed to by the parties for implementation.
Tyler shall not be liable for failure to meet such deadlines and milestones when such failure is due to
Force Majeure (as defined above) or to the failure by Client personnel to provide such cooperation and
assistance (either through action or omission).

Indemnification & Limitation of Liability.

a. Tyler shall indemnify and hold harmless Client and its agents, officials and employees from and
against any and all direct claims, losses, liabilities, damages, costs and expenses (including
reasonable attorney's fees and costs) for personal injury or property damage arising from Tyler's
negligence or willful misconduct.

b. Client shall indemnify and hold harmless Tyler and its agents, officials and employees from and
against any and all direct claims, losses, liabilities, damages, costs and expenses (including
reasonable attorney's fees and costs) for personal injury or property damage arising from
Client's negligence or willful misconduct.

c. Limitation of Liability. In no event shall Tyler be liable for special, indirect, incidental,
consequential or exemplary damages, including without limitation any damages resulting from
loss of use, loss of data, interruption of business activities or failure to realize savings arising
out of or in connection with the use of the Tyler Software Products. In no event, shall Tyler be
liable for damages in excess of amounts paid by Client for the SaaS fees identified in the
Investment Summary and paid by Client. This limitation applies to all causes of action in the
aggregate, including without limitation breach of warranty, negligence, strict liability and
misrepresentation and other torts. The fees herein reflect and are set in reliance upon this
allocation of risk and the exclusion of such damages as set forth in this Agreement. The
foregoing limitation of liability is not applicable to 3rd party products. See section D (“Third
Party Products”) for the limitation of liability applicable to 3rd party products.

Disclaimer. THE RIGHTS, REMEDIES, AND WARRANTIES SET FORTH IN THIS SaaS
AGREEMENT ARE EXCLUSIVE AND IN LIEU OF ALL OTHER RIGHTS, REMEDIES, AND
WARRANTIES EXPRESSED, IMPLIED, OR STATUTORY, INCLUDING, WITHOUT
LIMITATION, THE WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY, FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR
PURPOSE, AND SYSTEM INTEGRATION, WHICH ARE HEREBY DISCLAIMED BY TYLER.

Dispute Resolution. Client will notify Tyler in writing within fifteen (15) days of becoming aware of a
dispute. If Tyler and Client cannot resolve such dispute within thirty (30) calendar days of Tyler's
receipt of written notice from Client, the following procedure will apply:

a. Each party shall appoint one (1) person to act as an impartial representative. The appointed
individual will be of sufficient knowledge and experience to understand and deal with the
dispute but will not be a person assigned to the project. The set of four (4) individuals
consisting of Tyler's Project Manager for this project, Client's Project Manager for this project,
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and the two (2) appointees is called a Dispute Resolution Group.

b. The Dispute Resolution Group shall convene no later than twenty-one (21) calendar days after
the expiration of the thirty (30) calendar day period referenced above and shall meet for a
maximum of four (4) four (4) hour sessions during the subsequent four (4) business days, unless
otherwise mutually agreed.

All meetings and discussions of the Dispute Resolution Group will be deemed confidential settlement
discussions not subject to disclosure under Federal Rule of Civil Procedure 408 or any similar
applicable state rule.

Nothing in this Article will prevent a party from applying to a federal or state court of competent
jurisdiction to obtain injunctive relief pending resolution of the dispute through the dispute resolution
procedures set forth herein.

No Intended Third Party Beneficiaries. This Agreement is entered into solely for the benefit of Tyler
and Client. No third party will be deemed a beneficiary of this Agreement, and no third party will have
the right to make any claim or assert any right under this Agreement.

Governing Law. This Agreement will be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of
Client's state of domicile.

Entire Agreement. This Agreement represents the entire agreement of Client and Tyler with respect to
the subject matter hereof, and supersedes any prior agreements, understandings, and representations,
whether written, oral, expressed, implied, or statutory. Client hereby acknowledges that in entering into
this Agreement it did not rely on any information not explicitly set forth in this Agreement.

Severability. If any term or provision of this Agreement or the application thereof, to any extent, be
held invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement or the application of such term or
provision to persons or circumstances other than those as to which it is held invalid or unenforceable
will not be affected thereby, and each term and provision of this Agreement will be valid and enforced
to the fullest extent permitted by law.

No Waiver. In the event that the terms and conditions of this Agreement are not strictly enforced by
Tyler or Client, such non-enforcement shall not act as or be deemed to act as a waiver or modification of
this Agreement, nor shall such non-enforcement prevent Tyler or Client from enforcing each and every
term of this Agreement thereafter.

Multiple Originals and Signatures. This Agreement may be executed in multiple originals, any of which
shall be independently treated as an original document. Any electronic, faxed, scanned, photocopied or
similarly reproduced signature on this Agreement or any amendment hereto shall be deemed an original
signature and shall be fully enforceable as if an original signature.

Amendment. This Agreement may only be modified by written amendment signed by authorized
representatives of both parties.

Non-Appropriation &Termination. If Client should not appropriate or otherwise make available funds
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sufficient to pay the SaaS fees for the Tyler Software Products set forth in this Agreement, Client may
unilaterally terminate this Agreement only upon thirty (30) days written notice to Tyler.

Client may terminate this Agreement for cause in the event Tyler does not cure a material breach of this
Agreement within thirty (30) days of receiving notice of such breach from Client.

Upon any termination of this SaaS, Client shall pay Tyler for all services and products delivered and
expenses incurred prior to the date Tyler received Client's notice of termination. Additionally, in the
event Client terminates this SaaS Agreement prior to the end of the initial Term, Client shall remit to
Tyler fees in accord with the following schedule:

e Termination after five (5) years from the Term start date: No additional fee.

Payment for services and expenses in dispute will be determined in accordance with the dispute
resolution process.

Provision of Data upon Termination. Upon termination or non-renewal of this Agreement, Tyler will
provide to Client the Client data then residing in Tyler’s hosted environment. The data shall be
provided in ASCII or such other format as may be mutually agreed. A copy of such data will be
provided no later than sixty (60) days prior to the Termination date (provided at least 10 days advance
Notice by Client) and again seven (7) days after Termination date.

Documentation Available Upon Termination. Upon termination or non-renewal of this Agreement,
Tyler will, upon Client request, provide to Client file layouts (for Tyler Software Products licensed upon
such termination) generally available to Tyler clients solely for the purpose of Client identifying the
Client data provided to it by Tyler. Client acknowledges that such file layouts are proprietary to Tyler
and will not share such information with any 3rd parties without Tyler’s advance written consent, not to
be unreasonably withheld.

Transition Services. In the event this Agreement is terminated or expires, except in the event of
termination by Tyler for uncured breach of this Agreement by Client, Tyler will make transition services
available to Client at Tyler’s then-current rate, and cooperate as reasonably required with a successor
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Approval of Governing Body. Client represents and warrants to Tyler that this Agreement has been
approved by its governing body and is a binding obligation upon Client.

No Assignment. Client may not assign its rights and responsibilities under this Agreement without
Tyler's prior written permission, not to be unreasonably withheld.

Successors and Assigns. This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and be binding on the parties
hereto and their permitted successors and assigns.

Consequences to be borne due to failure to receive a notice due to improper notification by the intended
receiving party of a new address will be borne by the intended receiving party.

a. Commercial general liability of at least $1,000,000;

36. Project Plan and Acceptance. Tyler will develop a detailed Project Plan that details both Tyler and
Client’s responsibilities. The Project Plan should be in sufficient detail to specify the conversion,
training, testing, acceptance, and live operation activities. Both Tyler and Client agree that a mutually
agreeable Project Plan will be submitted by Tyler and approved by Client within forty-five (45) days of
the Kickoff Meeting (typically held 4-6 weeks after the Effective Date).

37. Control of Subcontractor, Project Team, Training Team, and Project Manager Designation. To most
effectively manage this complicated process, Tyler shall designate a single representative to act as an
ex-officio member of the Client’s project management team and who shall have the authority to act on
behalf of Tyler on all matters pertaining to this Agreement. Client shall have the right to approve all
subcontractors, Account / Project Manager, trainers, and staff assigned to Client by Tyler. In the event
that an employee of Tyler is, in the reasonable opinion of the Client, uncooperative, inept, incompetent,
or otherwise unacceptable, Tyler agrees to remove such person from responsibility in the project. In the
event of such a removal, Tyler shall timely fill this representative vacancy as described above.
Regardless of whom Tyler has designated as the representative, Tyler remains responsible party for
performing its tasks and responsibilities presented in this Agreement.

38. Staff Compliance. Tyler agrees that all persons working for or on behalf of Tyler whose duties bring
them upon the Client’s premises shall obey the rules and regulations that are reasonably established by
the Client and shall comply with the reasonable directions of the Client’s officers. The Client may, at
any time, require the removal and replacement of any of Tyler’s agents or employees for good cause.
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Tyler shall be responsible for the acts of its employees and agents while on the Client’s premises.
Accordingly, Tyler agrees to take all necessary measures to prevent injury and loss to persons or
property located on the Client’s premises. Tyler shall be responsible for all damages to persons or
property caused by the negligence or willful misconduct of Tyler or any of its agents or employees.
Tyler shall promptly repair any damage that it, or its employees or agents, may cause to the Client’s
premises or equipment. Tyler agrees that, in the event of Tyler’s causing or involvement in an accident
of any kind, Tyler will immediately notify the Client’s contact person and thereafter, if requested,
furnish a full written report of such accident. Tyler shall perform the services required pursuant to this
Agreement without interfering in any way with the activities of the Client’s staff or visitors except to the
extent such interference is reasonably unavoidable. Tyler and its employees or agents shall have the
right to use only those facilities of the Client that are necessary to perform services under this
Agreement and shall have no right to access any other facilities of the Client.

Acceptance Testing. For purposes of acceptance of the Tyler Software Products (or portions thereof),
the parties intend to use the following staged acceptance procedure. All timeframes specified in the
following procedures may be overridden by the Project Plan. Acceptance testing is an iterative process
designed to determine whether the Tyler Software Products perform in accord with warranties in this
Agreement.

a. Tyler and the Client agree to make good faith efforts to develop a test plan with the requisite
details, understanding the level of detail required may change depending on the complexity of
the requested Software Deliverable and to test each Software Deliverable (“Software
Deliverable” means the Tyler configured Tyler Software Products as identified in the
Investment Summary).

b. The “Acceptance Test Period” for each Software Deliverable will be as specified in the
mutually developed Project Plan unless an alternate time is mutually agreed upon between Tyler
and Client. The Acceptance Test Period for each Software Deliverable will start as specified in
the mutually agreed Project Plan, unless an alternate start date is mutually agreed upon by Tyler
and Client, after the Software Deliverable is implemented in accordance with the Statement of
Work and Tyler has successfully completed Tyler’s installation test and notified Client that the
Software Deliverable is ready for acceptance testing.

c. If Client determines during the Acceptance Test Period that the Software Deliverable contains a
Priority 1 Defect, Client will promptly send Tyler a written notice reporting the alleged Defect
describing it to Tyler in sufficient detail reasonably necessary for Tyler to recreate it. Priority 1
Defects will be as defined in Tyler’s then-current Support Call Process. Tyler will modify the
Software Deliverable to remove the reported Defect and will provide the modifications to Client
for re-testing. Client will then re-test the modified portions of the Software Deliverable
promptly after receiving the modifications from Tyler. In such a case, Tyler and Client will
mutually agree upon an updated Acceptance Test Period.

d. By the end of the Acceptance Testing Period Client will provide Tyler with a final written list
reporting any outstanding Priority 1 Defects (the “Punch List”). Client will have ten (10)
business days after the receipt of the modifications to re-test the modified Software Deliverable
to confirm that the Defects that were reported on the Punch List have been removed. If any
Defects that were reported on the Punch List have not been removed, Client will provide Tyler
with written notification by the end of the retesting period reporting any such Defects. In such
event, the procedures set forth in this section will be repeated for the remaining Defects on the
Punch List.

e. Vendor and Client each agrees to work diligently to achieve acceptance of Software Deliverable
at the earliest possible date.

f. “Conditional Acceptance” will occur upon the earlier of correction of Defects reported as part
of Acceptance Testing of the Software Deliverable, or go-live of the phase. There will be a
Conditional Acceptance for each phase.
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g. “Final Acceptance” involves use of the Tyler Software Products in totality in production
operations for a period of sixty (60) calendar days. If after sixty (60) calendar days the Tyler
Software Products perform without Priority 1 Defects, the Client and Tyler will both issue and
execute a “Final Acceptance”. The 60-day time frame for Final Acceptance will stop if Priority
1 Defects are found during production use and prevent further production use of the Tyler
Software Products. The Final Acceptance process will resume on the date the Priority 1 Defect
is confirmed as fixed and will continue for the remainder of the 60-day time frame.

40. Solution Longevity. Tyler certifies that the Tyler Software Products listed in the Investment Summary
will remain available and supported for a minimum of seven (7) years from the Effective Date.

41. Functionality Replacement. For a period of five (5) years from the Effective Date, if a new release of
the Tyler Software Products removes functionality that was originally provided to the Client, Tyler will
provide alternative means for performing the same function, at no additional cost to the Client beyond
payment of annual SaaS fees.

Service Level Agreement

l. Agreement Overview

This Service Level Agreement (“SLA”) operates in conjunction with, and does not supersede or replace any part
of, the Saas Agreement.

This SLA outlines the information technology service levels that Tyler will provide to Client to ensure the
availability of the application services that the Client has contracted with Tyler to provide. All other Client
support services are documented in the Support Call Process exhibit to the SaaS Agreement.

1. Definitions

Attainment: The percentage of time a service is available during a billing cycle, with percentages rounded to the
nearest whole number.

Client Error Incident: Any service unavailability resulting from a Client’s applications, content or equipment, or
the acts or omissions of any of Client’s service users or Client’s third-party providers over whom Tyler
exercises no control.

Defect: Any failure of the licensed software that is recognized as a "defect" under the agreement through which
Client licenses the Tyler software.

Downtime: Those minutes during which the software products set forth in the SaaS Agreement are not available
for any type of Client use. Downtime does not include those instances in which only a Defect is present.

Force Majeure: An event beyond the reasonable control of Tyler, including governmental action, war, riot or
civil commotion, fire, natural disaster, or any other cause which could not with reasonable diligence be
foreseen, controlled, or prevented by the party.

Service Availability: The total number of minutes in a billing cycle that a given service is capable of receiving,
processing, and responding to requests, excluding maintenance windows, Client Error Incidents and Force
Majeure.





1. Service Availability

The Service Availability of Tyler’s applications is intended to be 24/7/365. Tyler sets Service Availability goals
and measures whether it has met those goals by tracking Attainment.

a. Client Responsibilities

Whenever a Client experiences Downtime, that Client must make a support call according to the procedures
outlined in the Support Call Process exhibit. The Client will receive a support incident number.

To track attainment, the Client must document, in writing, all Downtime that it has experienced during a billing
cycle. The Client must deliver such documentation to Tyler within 30 days of a billing cycle’s end.

The documentation the Client provides must evidence the Downtime clearly and convincingly. It must include,
for example, the support incident number(s) and the date, time and duration of the Downtime(s).

b. Tyler Responsibilities

When Tyler’s support team receives a call from a Client that a Downtime has occurred or is occurring, Tyler
will work with the Client to identify the cause of the Downtime (including whether it may be the result of a
Client Error Incident or Force Majeure). Tyler will also work with the Client to resume normal operations.
Upon timely receipt of a Client’s Downtime report, outlined above in Section I11(a), Tyler will compare that
report to Tyler’s own outage logs and support tickets to confirm that a Downtime for which Tyler was
responsible indeed occurred.

Tyler will respond to a Client’s Downtime report within 30 day(s) of receipt. To the extent Tyler has confirmed
Downtime for which Tyler is responsible, Tyler will provide Client with the relief set forth below.

c. Client Relief

When a Service Availability goal is not met due to confirmed Downtime, Tyler will provide the affected Client
with relief that corresponds to the percentage amount by which that goal was not achieved, as set forth in the
Client Relief Schedule below.

Notwithstanding the above, the total amount of all relief that would be due under this SLA will not exceed 5%
of the fee for any one billing cycle. Issuing of such credit does not relieve Tyler of its obligations under the
SaaS Agreement to correct the problem which created the service interruption. A correction may occur in the
billing cycle following the service interruption. In that circumstance, if service levels do not meet the
corresponding goal for that later billing cycle, Client’s credits will be doubled.

Every billing cycle, Tyler will compare confirmed Downtime to Service Availability. In the event actual
Attainment does not meet the targeted Attainment, the following Client relief will apply:

100% 98-99% Remedial action will be taken.
100% 95-97% 4% credit of fee for affected

In the event Actual Attainment is less than 95% for two (2) consecutive billing cycles, Client will be entitled to
a 10% credit of fee for the second affected billing cycle.

A Client may request a report from Tyler that documents the preceding billing cycle’s Service Availability,
Downtime, any remedial actions that have been/will be taken, and any credits that may be issued.

V. Applicability

The commitments set forth in this SLA do not apply during maintenance windows, Client Error Incidents, and
Force Majeure.

Tyler performs maintenance during limited windows that are historically known to be reliably low-traffic times.
If and when maintenance is predicted to occur during periods of higher traffic, Tyler will provide advance notice
of those windows and will coordinate to the greatest extent possible with the Client.

V. Force Majeure

The Client will not hold Tyler responsible for meeting service levels outlined in this SLA to the extent any failure to
do so is caused by Force Majeure. In the event of Force Majeure, Tyler will file with the Client a signed request that
said failure be excused. That writing will at least include the essential details and circumstances supporting Tyler’s
request for relief pursuant to this Section. The Client will not unreasonably withhold its acceptance of such a
request.

VI. Security

Tyler will provide reasonable physical and logical security protection with respect to the hosted environment upon
which Client’s confidential data resides. Such security protection will include, at a minimum:

e Tyler Data Center will meet SSAE 16 (Statement on Standards for Attestation Engagements No. 16)
standards to assure its security and operation under proper control systems. Tyler further agrees to provide
a SSAE 16 report per County’s request.

e Encrypted data during transmission from Tyler’s hosted environment to Client’s environment.

e Security access limited to authorized Tyler personnel only.

¢ Nightly backups of data and programs are transferred and maintained at a secure location that is different
from the hosted environment.

o Client will be notified in a timely manner, consistent with industry standard, if a breach of confidential data
is discovered.

When a new incident is added, the incident number is presented on the screen, and you will receive an
automated e-mail response that includes the incident number. The new incident is routed to the appropriate
Technical Support Team queue for response. They will review your incident, research the item, and respond via
e-mail according to the priority of the incident.

Customer Relationship Management System

Every call or e-mail from you is logged into our Customer Relationship Management System and given a unique
call number. This system tracks the history of each incident, including the person calling, time of the call,
priority of the call, description of the problem, support recommendations, client feedback and resolution. For
registered users on Tyler’s Support Web site (www.tylertech.com), a list of calls is available real-time under the
Tyler Client Portal (TCP).

Call Numbers

Support’s goal is to return clients’ calls as soon as possible. If you are not available when we call back, we will
leave a message with the open call number on your voice mail or with a person in your office. When you call
back, you can reference this call number so you do not have to re-explain the issue.
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An open call number is also given to you once an initial contact has been made with Support and it has been
determined that the issue can’t be resolved during the initial call. The open call number lets you easily track and
reference specific open issues with Support.

Call Priorities
A call escalation system is in place where, each day, Support Analysts and Product Support Managers, review
open calls in their focus area to monitor progress.

Each call logged is given a priority (1, 2, 3, and 4) according to the client’s needs/deadlines. The goal of this
structure is to clearly understand the importance of the issue and assign the priority for closure. The client is
responsible for setting the priority of the call. Tyler Support for Munis tracks responsiveness to priority 1, 2 and
3 calls each week. This measurement allows us to better evaluate overall client satisfaction.

Priority 1 Call — issue is critical to the client, the Munis application or process is down.

Priority 2 Call — issue is severe, but there is a work around the client can use.

Priority 3 Call — issue is a non-severe support call from the client.

Priority 4 Call — issue is non-critical for the client and they would like to work with Support as time permits.

Following Up on Open Calls
Some issues will not be resolved during the initial call with a Support Technician. If the call remains open, the
technician will give you an open call number to reference, and will confirm the priority of the incident.

If you want to follow up on an open call, simply call the appropriate Support Team and reference the call
number to the Technician who answers or leave this information in your message. Referencing the open call
number allows anyone in support to quickly follow up on the issue. You can also update the incident through
TCP on Tyler’s Web site (www.tylertech.com) and add a note requesting follow-up.

Escalating a Support Call

If the situation to be addressed by your open call has changed and you need to have the call priority adjusted,
please call the appropriate Support Team and ask to be connected to the assigned technician. If that technician is
unavailable, another technician on the team may be able to assist you, or will transfer you to the Product Support
Team Manager. If you feel you are not receiving the service you need, please call the appropriate Product
Manager and provide them with the open call number for which you need assistance. The Product Manager will
follow up on your open issue and determine the necessary action to meet your needs.

Business Travel Policy Summary

Air Travel
A. Reservations & Tickets

Tyler’s Travel Management Company (TMC) will provide an employee with a direct flight within two
hours before or after the requested departure time, assuming that flight does not add more than three
hours to the employee’s total trip duration and the fare is within $100 (each way) of the lowest logical
fare. If a net savings of $200 or more (each way) is possible through a connecting flight that is within
two hours before or after the requested departure time and that does not add more than three hours to the
employee’s total trip duration, the connecting flight should be accepted.

Employees are encouraged to make reservations far enough in advance to take full advantage of discount
opportunities. A seven day advance booking requirement is mandatory. When booking less than seven
days in advance, management approval will be required.

Except in the case of international travel where a segment of continuous air travel is scheduled to exceed six
hours, only economy or coach class seating is reimbursable.

B. Baggage Fees
Reimbursement of personal baggage charges are based on the trip duration as follows:

e Up to five days = one checked bag
e Six or more days = two checked bags

Baggage fees for sports equipment are not reimbursable.
Ground Transportation
A Private Automobile

Mileage Allowance-Business use of an employee’s private automobile will be reimbursed at the current
IRS allowable rate, plus out of pocket costs for tolls and parking. Mileage will be calculated by using the
employee's office as the starting and ending point, in compliance with IRS regulations. Employees who
have been designated a home office should calculate miles from their home.

B. Rental Car

Employees are authorized to rent cars only in conjunction with air travel when cost, convenience and the
specific situation require their use. When renting a car for Tyler business, employees should select a “mid-
size” or “intermediate” car. “Full” size cars may be rented when three or more employees are traveling
together. Tyler carries leased vehicle coverage for business car rentals; additional insurance on the rental
agreement should be declined.

C. Public Transportation





Taxi or airport limousine services may be considered when traveling in and around cities or to and from
airports when less expensive means of transportation are unavailable or impractical. The actual fare plus a
reasonable tip (15-18%) are reimbursable. In the case of a free hotel shuttle to the airport, tips are included
in the per diem rates and will not be reimbursed separately.

D. Parking & Tolls

When parking at the airport, employees must use longer term parking areas that are measured in days as
opposed to hours. Park and fly options located near some airports may also be used. For extended trips that
would result in excessive parking charges, public transportation to/from the airport should be considered.
Tolls will be reimbursed when receipts are presented.

3. Lodging

Tyler’s TMC will select hotel chains that are well established, reasonable in price and conveniently located
in relation to the traveler's work assignment. Typical hotel chains include Courtyard, Fairfield Inn,
Hampton Inn and Holiday Inn Express. If the employee has a discount rate with a local hotel, the hotel
reservation should note that discount and the employee should confirm the lower rate with the hotel upon
arrival. Employee memberships in travel clubs such as AAA should be noted in their travel profiles so that
the employee can take advantage of any lower club rates.

“No shows” or cancellation fees are not reimbursable if the employee does not comply with the hotel’s
cancellation policy.

Tips for maids and other hotel staff are included in the per diem rate and are not reimbursed separately.

4. Meals and Incidental Expenses
Employee meals and incidental expenses while on travel status are in accordance with the federal per diem
rates published by the General Services Administration. Incidental expenses include tips to maids, hotel

staff, and shuttle drivers and other minor travel expenses. Per diem rates range from $46 to $71. A
complete listing is available at www.gsa.gov/perdiem.

A Overnight Travel

For each full day of travel, all three meals are reimbursable. Per diems on the first and last day of a trip are
governed as set forth below.

Departure Day

Depart before 12:00 noon Lunch and dinner

Depart after 12:00 noon Dinner

Return Day

Return before 12:00 noon Breakfast

Return between 12:00 noon & 7:00 p.m. Breakfast and lunch

Return after 7:00* p.m. Breakfast, lunch and dinner

*

7:00 is defined as direct travel time and does not include time taken to stop for dinner
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The reimbursement rates for individual meals are calculated as a percentage of the full day per diem as
follows:

e Breakfast 15%
e Lunch 25%
Dinner 60%

B. Same Day Travel

Employees traveling at least 100 miles to a site and returning in the same day are eligible to claim lunch on
an expense report. Employees on same day travel status are eligible to claim dinner in the event they return
home after 7:00* p.m.

*7:00 is defined as direct travel time and does not include time taken to stop for dinner
Entertainment

All entertainment expenses must have a business purpose; a business discussion must occur either before,
after or during the event in order to qualify for reimbursement. The highest-ranking employee present at the
meal must pay for and submit entertainment expenses. An employee who submits an entertainment
expense for a meal or participates in a meal submitted by another employee cannot claim a per diem for that
same meal.

Internet Access — Hotels and Airports
Employees who travel may need to access their e-mail at night. Many hotels provide free high speed
internet access and Tyler employees are encouraged to use such hotels whenever possible. If an employee’s

hotel charges for internet access it is reimbursable up to $10.00 per day. Charges for internet access at
airports are not reimbursable.

1.2 "Authorized Users" means employees and individual contractors (i.e., temporary employees) of
Licensee.
13 "Computer" means one or more central processing units ("CPU") in a hardware device (including

hardware devices accessed by multiple users through a network ("Server")) that accepts information in digital or
similar form and manipulates it for a specific result based on a sequence of instructions.

14 "Deliver" means to transmit data directly or indirectly over a network to a printing device or any other
device for the purpose of printing.

15 "Development Software™ means Software licensed for use in a technical environment solely for internal
development and testing and not for use as Production Software.

1.6 "Disaster Recovery Environment" means Licensee’s technical environment designed solely to allow
Licensee to respond to an interruption in service due to an event beyond Licensee’s control that creates an
inability on Licensee’s part to provide critical business functions for a material period of time.

1.7 "Documentation” means the user manuals and/or technical publications as applicable, relating to
installation, use and administration of the Software.





18 "Internal Network™ means Licensee's private, proprietary network resource accessible only by
Authorized Users. "Internal Network™ specifically excludes the Internet (as such term is commonly defined) or
any other network community open to the public, including membership or subscription driven groups,
associations or similar organizations. Connection by secure links such as VPN or dial up to Licensee's Internal
Network for the purpose of allowing Authorized Users to use the Software should be deemed use over an
Internal Network.

1.9 "License Metric" means each of the per-unit metrics used by Adobe in connection with the licensed
guantities identified as separately provided in writing by Adobe to describe the scope of Licensee's right to use
the Software. One or more of the following types of License Metrics applies to each Software Product as further
provided herein:

@ Per-Computer. Licensee may install and use the Adobe Output Designer software on no more than the
licensed number of Computers.

(b) Per-User. The total number of Authorized Users that directly or indirectly request or receive content
that has been processed by the Software may not exceed the licensed quantity of users.

(c) Per-Server. The total number of Servers on which the Software is installed may not exceed the licensed
guantity of Servers.

1.10  "Location" means a specific building or physical location as identified by its unique street address.
1.11  "Production Software" means Software licensed for productive business use.

1.12  "SDK Components" means the sample software code, application programming interface, header files
and related information, and the file format specifications, if any, included as part of the Software as described
in the Documentation or a "Read Me" file accompanying the applicable Software.

1.13  "Software" means the object code version of the software program(s) specified in a separate written
agreement signed by Adobe, including all Documentation and other materials provided by Adobe to Licensee
under this Agreement. The term "Software Product™ may also be used to indicate a particular product, and
otherwise has the same meaning as Software.

2. License. Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, Adobe grants to Licensee a perpetual,
non-exclusive license to install and use the Software delivered hereunder according to the terms and conditions
of this Agreement, on Computers connected to Licensee's Internal Network, on the licensed platforms and
configurations, in the manner and for the purposes described in the Documentation. The following additional
terms also apply to Licensee's use of the Software.

2.1 License Metric. Licensee's right to install and use the Software is limited based on whether the
Software is licensed as Production Software or Development Software (as separately provided in writing by
Adobe) and the License Metrics applicable to the particular Software Products licensed (as separately provided
in writing by Adobe) and subject to the terms in Section 3, unless Licensee has licensed the Software for
evaluation purposes, in which case the terms of Section 4 apply.

2.2 SDK Components. Licensee's Authorized Users may install and use the SDK Components for purposes
of facilitating use of the Software in accordance with this Agreement. Licensee agrees that Licensee will treat

2.3 Backup and Disaster Recover. Licensee may make and install a reasonable number of copies of the
Software for backup and archival purposes and use such copies solely in the event that the primary copy has
failed or is destroyed, but in no event may Licensee use such copies concurrently with Production Software or
Development Software. Licensee may also install copies of the Software in a Disaster Recovery Environment
for use solely in disaster recovery and nor for production, development, evaluation or testing purposes other than
to ensure that the Software is capable of replacing the primary usage of the Software in case of a disaster.

2.4 Documentation. Licensee may make copies of the Documentation for use by Authorized Users in
connection with use of the Software in accordance with this Agreement, but no more than the amount
reasonably necessary. Any permitted copy of the Documentation that Licensee makes must contain the same
copyright and other proprietary notices that appear on or in the Documentation.

25 Outsourcing. Licensee may sub-license use of the Software to a third party outsourcing or facilities
management contractor to operate the Software on Licensee's behalf, provided that (a) Licensee provides Adobe
with prior written notice; (b) Licensee is responsible for ensuring that any such contractor agrees to abide by and
fully complies with the terms of this Agreement as they relate to the use of the Software on the same basis as
applies to Licensee; (c) such use is only in relation to Licensee's direct beneficial business purposes as restricted
herein; (d) such use does not represent or constitute an increase in the scope or number of licenses provided
hereunder; and (e) Licensee shall remain fully liable for any and all acts or omissions by the contractor related to
this Agreement.

2.6 Font Software. If the Software includes font software, then Licensee may (a) use the font software on
Licensee's Computers in connection with Licensee's use of the Software as permitted under this Agreement; (b)
output such font software on any output devices connected to Licensee's Computers; (c) convert and install the
font software into another format for use in other environments provided that use of the converted font software
may not be distributed or transferred for any purpose except in accordance with the transfer section in this
Agreement; and (d) embed copies of the font software into Licensee's electronic documents for the purpose of
printing and viewing the document, provided that if the font software Licensee is embedding is identified as
"licensed for editable embedding™ on Adobe's website at
http://www.adobe.com/type/browser/legal/embeddingeula.html, Licensee may also embed copies of that font
software for the additional limited purpose of editing Licensee's electronic documents.

2.7 Restrictions

@ No Modifications, No Reverse Engineering. Licensee shall not modify, port, adapt or translate the
Software. Licensee shall not reverse engineer, decompile, disassemble or otherwise attempt to discover the
source code of the Software. Notwithstanding the foregoing, decompiling the Software is permitted to the
extent the laws of Licensee's jurisdiction give Licensee the right to do so to obtain information necessary to
render the Software interoperable with other software; provided, however, that Licensee must first request such
information from Adobe and Adobe may, in its discretion, either provide such information to Licensee or
impose reasonable conditions, including a reasonable fee, on such use of the source code to ensure that Adobe's
and its suppliers' proprietary rights in the source code for the Software are protected.





(b) No Unbundling. The Software may include various applications, utilities and components, may support
multiple platforms and languages and may be provided to Licensee on multiple media or in multiple copies.
Nonetheless, the Software is designed and provided to Licensee as a single product to be used as a single
product on Computers and platforms as permitted herein. Licensee is not required to use all component parts of
the Software, but Licensee shall not unbundle the component parts of the Software for use on different
Computers. Licensee shall not unbundle or repackage the Software for distribution, transfer or resale.

(c) No Transfer. Licensee shall not sublicense, assign or transfer the Software or Licensee's rights in the
Software, or authorize any portion of the Software to be copied onto or accessed from another individual's or
entity's Computer except as may be explicitly provided in this Agreement. Notwithstanding anything to the
contrary in this Section 2.7(c), Licensee may transfer copies of the Software installed on one of Licensee's
Computers to another one of Licensee's Computers provided that the resulting installation and use of the
Software is in accordance with the terms of this Agreement and does not cause Licensee to exceed Licensee's
right to use the Software under this Agreement.

(d) Prohibited Use. Except as expressly authorized under this Agreement, Licensee is prohibited from: (i)
using the Software on behalf of third parties; (ii) renting, leasing, lending or granting other rights in the Software
including rights on a membership or subscription basis; and (iii) providing use of the Software in a computer
service business, third party outsourcing facility or service, service bureau arrangement, network, or time
sharing basis.

(e) Export Rules. Licensee agrees that the Software will not be shipped, transferred or exported into any
country or used in any manner prohibited by the United States Export Administration Act or any other export
laws, restrictions or regulations (collectively the "Export Laws"). In addition, if the Software is identified as an
export controlled item under the Export Laws, Licensee represents and warrants that Licensee is not a citizen of,
or located within, an embargoed or otherwise restricted nation (including Iran, Iraq, Syria, Sudan, Libya, Cuba
and North Korea) and that Licensee is not otherwise prohibited under the Export Laws from receiving the
Software. All rights to install and use the Software are granted on condition that such rights are forfeited if
Licensee fails to comply with the terms of this Agreement.

3. License Metrics and Limitations.

3.1 Adobe Central Output Server. If Licensee has licensed Adobe Central Output Server as Production
Software or Development Software (as separately provided in writing by Adobe), then Adobe grants Licensee a
license to install and use Adobe Central Output Server on a Per-Server basis, provided that Licensee is not
permitted to Deliver output from the Production Software to more than ten (10) Locations per licensed Server.

3.2 Adobe Central Pro Output Server. If Licensee has licensed Adobe Central Pro Output Server, then
Adobe grants Licensee a license to install and use Adobe Central Pro Output Server either (a) as Production
Software on a Per-Server or Per-User basis (as separately provided in writing by Adobe), or (b) as Development
Software on a Per-Server basis. When Adobe Central Pro Output Server is licensed as Production Software on a
Per-Server basis, Licensee is not permitted to Deliver output from the Software Product to more than ten (10)
Locations per licensed Server.

Licensee's use of the
Adobe Central Output Server Workstation Edition shall be limited to use directly or indirectly initiated by an
individual person (not an automated process) for the sole purpose of delivering output that has been processed
by the Adobe Central Output Server Workstation Edition software to the person that initiated such use.

35 Adobe Output Designer. If Licensee has licensed Adobe Output Designer, then Adobe grants Licensee
a license to install and use Adobe Output Designer as Production Software on a Per-Computer basis subject to
the following additional terms:

3.5.1 Network Use. As an alternative to installing and using the Adobe Output Designer software on
the Computer of each licensed Authorized User, Licensee may install and use the Adobe Output Designer
software on a file server for the purpose of (a) permitting Authorized Users to download the software for
installation and use on no more than the licensed number of Computers connected to Licensee's Internal
Network, or (b) permitting Authorized Users to use the software using commands, data or instructions from a
Computer connected to Licensee's Internal Network provided that the total number (not the concurrent number)
of Authorized Users that use the software does not exceed one user for each of the licensed number of
Computers. No other network use is permitted.

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Section A: Executive Summary

A.1 Project Background

The County of Clarke, Virginia is a community of 14,500 inhabitants in the northern Shenandoah Valley.
It is rural, but adjacent to the high technology center of the Northern Virginia suburbs. The County
created its Joint Administrative Services Board (JAS) in 1994, and the School Board and Board of
Supervisors appointed members to this Board to oversee such matters as finance, procurement, grants
management, payroll and benefits, and to a lesser extent, information technology.

The JAS Board identified several problems with information technology: departments were procuring
applications that served their purpose without regard to the needs of the other departments, data was
often not accessible to end users, there were numerous examples of duplicate data entry, and a great
deal of time was employed reconciling the various systems. To address these and other problems JAS
employed the Government Finance Officers Association to conduct and needs assessment. This study
resulted in the following recommendations:

1. The JAS should expand its role in matters of information technology to ensure long-term
planning and successful implementations for the County as a whole;
2. The County should procure an ERP system to integrate its data and applications. These
recommendations were subsequently approved by the Board of Supervisors and the School
Board.
An RFP was issued in November 2013, and Tyler Technologies proposal was ranked highest by JAS in
January 2014. Plante Moran was hired in February to assist in the contract negotiations. In March 2014
the Board selected the Software as a Service hosting option and commenced negotiations with Tyler
Technologies.

A.2 Project Vision

The County is approaching this project as an opportunity to not only implement new technology, but
also implement new business processes and generate significant improvements in the way that the
district operates. As a result, success for this project will also be judged based on the accomplishment
of the following goals. The SOW identifies in later sections how these goals should be incorporated into
project. At a high level, both Tyler and the County will be focused on achievement of these objectives:

= Directors, managers, principals, and other staff utilize dashboards, queries, and reports to get
information directly from the system.

= System is readily accessible at each District site using both Windows and Mac based desktops.

= System is used to eliminate all non-integrated systems required to perform essential business
processes across the functional scope of the ERP system. This will include standalone
spreadsheets and other data collection systems outside of the ERP system.

= Use of workflow to provide electronic approvals and improve communication between
departments. All related documents are scanned or entered in the system to eliminate the
transfer of paper between departments.

* Single point of data entry; single source of data.

Implementation of best practices in local government finance, procurement, human resources, and
other areas affected by the proposed modules is the prime goal of this project. The criteria for success
will be:
Successful adaptation of business processes to best practice.
Minimal modification from standard Tyler reports, forms, tables, programs, etc.
Implementation of a system that is widely used throughout the organization and the
citizenry as a source for accurate information.

A.4 Scope of the Project

The scope of the ERP Project is divided into five (5) major phases that will be scheduled to occur over
approximately 34 months. The Project scope is comprised of the software listed below along with the
data conversions, interfaces, reports, workflows, custom development and/or professional services and
hardware itemized in the Investment Summary and as further detailed in the SOW.

B.4 Project SharePoint

Tyler understands that current, accurate information that is easily accessible is a key component in an
ERP Implementation Project. As part of Implementation, Tyler will provide and host a SharePoint Web
site. The purpose of this site is to furnish the County and Tyler staff with a central location to plan, store
and access pertinent documentation and information relating to the County’s implementation project.
The ERP Implementation SharePoint site will ensure that all project stakeholders have an easy-to-use
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tool that will provide an integrated location to inquire, review and update any and all project
information.

It is Tyler’s goal to have the site available for introduction to the County during the Project Manager’s
on-site Kick-Off meeting. At this meeting, the PM will provide an overview of the site and distribute
documentation that further explains the site and its available tools. It will be a central location to
maintain control of the project and provide team members with a formal method of managing tasks,
owners and due dates throughout the project.

The project information on the site will be jointly maintained by the Tyler and County Project Teams for
the duration of the implementation. Tyler will upload project plans, site reports, status reports, contract
documents, and other relevant materials. Tyler will also submit a request for approval on all Tyler
Implementation scheduled days utilizing SharePoint functionality. The County will approve or
disapprove the scheduled days on SharePoint within five (5) days of submission, unless otherwise
agreed. Both Tyler and the County will update the percentage of completion on tasks assigned to them,
respectively and will enter and maintain the issues list. Each County SharePoint site will utilize standards
and defaults set by Microsoft SharePoint software. The site will be easy to navigate and provide text
“breadcrumbs” for backtracking and/or return to the home page. Tools of the site will include, but are
not limited to: Documents & Links; Announcements; Calendar; Project Task List; Issues & Action ltems;
Project Plan; Modifications& Enhancements; Versioning; Alerts.

Once the County has gone live, the site will be maintained until the eventual closing of all
implementation issues and tasks and the County has confirmed that all project documents have been
archived for retention purposes.

B.5 Project Plan

Tyler will create and maintain a baseline Project Work Plan throughout the project life cycle that
represents the project’s scope of work and responsibilities as defined in this SOW and those dependent
work efforts that affect the project’s schedule or budget. Tyler will provide the County with accurate
estimates of hours of work effort needed to be budgeted for each module. The initial project plan is
established with the County’s approval of this SOW as the approved budget, schedule, and scope of the
project. The Tyler Project Manager will present the working project plan to the Project Team at the
kickoff or a subsequent project meeting. The project team will ask for modifications or will accept the
Tyler project plan. Once the project plan is approved by the project team, the project baseline will be set
by the Tyler Project Manager.

The baseline Project Work Plan will contain:

e Detailed Project schedule / Work Break Down Structure (WBS) featuring phases, deliverables,
and work packages

All project tasks will be assigned owners and due dates which correspond with the overall project
schedule. Project Tasks that are not completed by the due date may adversely affect the project
schedule and live dates.
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Decisions must be made in a timely fashion in order to achieve scheduled due dates on tasks and
prepare for subsequent training sessions. Decisions left unmade may affect the project schedule as
each consulting and implementation session builds on the decisions made in prior sessions. The ability
of Tyler and the County to meet live date goals relies heavily on meeting decision deadlines.

B.6 Project Status Reports

Tyler will develop a Communications Management Plan, at the onset of the project that will define the
frequency and recipients for the project status reports as well as other communication between Tyler
and County and each group’s internal communications.

The County will not be responsible for
making direct contact with Tyler support for issues identified on the issues log unless a critical issue is
encountered while Tyler implementation staff is not onsite and the issue prevents County staff from
making appropriate progress.

B.8 Issue Resolution

The following issue resolution processes will be used during the Project for all issues identified on the
issues log.

Within three (3) business days following the scheduled status meeting, the County Project Manager and
Tyler Project Managers will prioritize all new issues, provide an estimated due date for decision, assign
the issue to an appropriate team member(s) and enter the detail in the Issues & Actions list on
SharePoint.

Step 1: Once the issue has been assigned, the appropriate team member(s) are responsible for
completing the assigned follow-up tasks and resolving the issue by the assigned due date. Assigned
resources could include both the Tyler or County project team members. The goal timeframes for
resolving an issue are outlined in the Goal Issue Resolution Response Matrix below. In the event that
the issue is not resolved by the project team during the time allotted, the issue will be escalated to step
2.

Step 2: If issues are not resolved by the project team and/or the County Project Manager and the Tyler
Project Managers, the issue will be referred to the County Executive Team and/or Tyler Regional
Manager for decision at the next scheduled meeting. For critical decisions, the Tyler project managers
and County project manager can agree to schedule a special Executive Team meeting to discuss the
issue. In the event the issue is not resolved by Tyler and the County Executive Team, the issue will be
referred to Step 3.

Step 3: If issues are not resolved by the County Executive Team and/or Tyler Regional Manager, the
issue will be referred to the County Project Sponsor and/or the Tyler Executive Oversight for the Project.
The County Project Manager and Tyler Project Managers will request a meeting of the County Project
Sponsor and/or Tyler Executive Oversight to be held within ten (10) business days. Meetings may need
to occur sooner for critical issues. Prior to each meeting, both Tyler and the County will prepare a
written analysis of the issue with recommendations for discussion. The County Project Sponsor and
Tyler Executive Oversight will agree on a final resolution to the issue. It is expected than any decision
impacting one of the following may also require a scope change approval as described in a later section
of this statement of work. It is also expected that one or more of the following will apply:

e Have a significant impact on the Project or the organization
e Have a significant impact on Project scope
e May result in additional cost to Tyler or the County
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e May cause the Project or the delivery of a Deliverable to become delayed

At any time during the project, if the County is not satisfied with the level of response from any of the
Tyler project managers or Tyler Regional Manager, or if the Tyler project manager or Tyler Regional
Manager do not have the ability to make key decisions or resolve potential issues, the County will
reserve the right to escalate the issue to the Tyler Executive Oversight Team. Tyler’s Executive Oversight
Team will have responsibility for overall project delivery.

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parties, following the date of receipt of such change request, shall provide County with a written scope
change proposal containing the following:

e Specifications

e Schedule for completion

Acceptance criteria

Impact on current milestones and payment schedule

Impact on project goals and objectives

Price

All scope change requests and scope change proposals will be approved first by the County Project
Manager and Tyler Project Managers. Scope change requests will also be identified on the issues log
and elevated to the County Executive Team for review at the next Executive Team meeting.

Within the reasonable timeframe specified in Tyler’s scope change proposal, which timeframe shall not
be less than ten (10) business days from the County Project Manager’s receipt of such scope change
proposal (the “Response Period”), the County shall notify Tyler in writing if the County elects to proceed
with the change proposal. If, within the Response Period, the County gives notice to Tyler not to
proceed, or fails to give any notice to Tyler, then the scope change proposal shall be deemed withdrawn
and Tyler shall take no further action with respect to it. Tyler Project Managers will incorporate Change
Order deadlines in Status Reports and will notify the County by email five (5) days in advance of
expiration. Tyler shall promptly commence performing the Services described in the scope change
proposal upon Tyler’s receipt of an approved scope change proposal during the Response Period,
subject to the availability of Tyler personnel unless otherwise mutually agreed. Tyler acknowledges that
any scope change proposal that affects the total cost of the project is subject to the County’s policies
and that the Response Period must provide adequate time for County’s consideration. County
acknowledges that such scope change proposals may affect the implementation schedule and Go-Live
Dates, which will be changed by mutual agreement. All scope change proposals shall be governed by the
terms and conditions of the Master Agreement, including the daily rates for services, unless mutually
agreed in writing otherwise.

D.4.2 Tyler Reporting Services (TRS) SSRS Report Development

The Tyler suite of programs contains hundreds of canned system reports, each utilizing configurable
user-supplied parameters to provide hundreds of reporting variations. However, Tyler recognizes that
its clients want the flexibility to create even more unique reports and queries to fit their own business
needs. Tyler has included Report Writing training as part of our Proposal. The County will also have
available a Report Library of over 200 reports via the Munis Support Website.

Training will be conducted during the first phase of the implementation, or within 60 days of go-live,
whichever is deemed a better fit by the County. Tyler uses a “train the trainer” approach, which will
provide certain individuals within the County with the tools necessary to train additional users on the
subject matter as they see fit.

Tyler Reporting Services utilizes an SQL report writing tool called Business Intelligence Development
Studio (BIDS) to extract data from the Munis system and create custom reports. Once trained, the
County will have the ability to create their own custom reports and modify any report from the TRS
Report Library. TRS training does not include the authoring of custom reports for the County by Tyler.

D.4.3.1Data Conversion Assumptions

Tyler makes the following assumptions in providing a fixed-price data conversion approach:

e lLegacy system data to be converted is provided in a non-proprietary format, such as fixed ASCII,

CSV or character-delimited
e Each legacy system data file submitted for conversion includes all associated records in a single

file layout
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e Each legacy system data file layout submitted for conversion remains static for all subsequent

data submissions, unless mutually agreed upon in advance of the change.

e Legacy system data validation and control reports are provided with each data submission to

ensure data files are complete and accurate

e Accrual transaction history is not part of this option. If the County requests accrual history it

needs to be quoted by the conversion department

e Payroll goes live in 2 steps. The employee master and deduction data is accepted and

D.4.5 Testing

Testing occurs throughout the project, typically in repeated patterns that align closely with other major
project activities. This is a shared responsibility between the County and Tyler and will be coordinated,

conducted and monitored by both parties.

D.4.5.1Static Environment Testing (SET)

This is performed once the County has made preliminary process decisions. The purpose of the test is to
provide an early opportunity to the County for validation of business process decisions in the actual
application, without the complication of converted data. This pristine testing environment allows
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decision-makers to focus on process flow without the potential impact of converted data. A key part of
the test is to conduct a “five-day” transaction test, during which all activities that take place in a
standard week are duplicated and tested. This testing is a key milestone that dictates whether data
population can begin.

D.4.5.2Conversion Validation & Testing

This is performed after each pass of converted data is loaded into a testing database. Use of control
reports, filtering techniques, comparison reports and visual inspection are all part of this process. The
purpose is to identify all issues with data, whether due to mapping inconsistencies, source data issues,
data submission content or conversion programming errors. Acceptance of conversion programming
must be completed long before the pre-live period so that final conversion submissions have little or no
risk of data or conversion programming issues. Final acceptance is necessary prior to live processing as
the last step before data is loaded in the live database and live processing begins. This testing is part of
pre-live assessment.

D.4.5.3Forms Testing

This is first performed in a test environment at Tyler, prior to delivery of forms to the County, using
sample data extracted during the Static Environment Test. Once Form design has been accepted and
forms are loaded on the SaaS server, testing continues throughout the balance of the implementation.
The goal, at a minimum, is to print forms as part of training (Core and End User) so that both the content
and process are validated repeatedly. Submission of forms to banks must be completed and acceptance
received a minimum of sixty days before live processing. This testing is part of pre-live assessment.

D.4.5.4System Integration Testing

Beginning with the testing that occurs during the Static Environment Test and continuing with
Customizations testing, process training (Project Team/Functional Lead, Core User and End User),
parallel or trial run processing and Stress Testing, special attention is paid to the integration integrity of
the system. Whether between Munis applications and the General Ledger, or 3rd party import/exports
and interfaces, all aspects of functional integrity is tested repeatedly throughout the implementation.
This testing is part of pre-live assessment.

D.4.5.5User Acceptance Testing (UAT)

User Acceptance testing is conducted both leading up to and following end-user training. While some
recommend that UAT is all performed post end-user training, Tyler supports incremental UAT through
trial run processing in Financials and parallel processing in Payroll and Human Resources, etc. Early trial
runs and parallels will most likely not involve end-users, once again isolating them from any issues that
may be discovered through the process. Once processes are stabilized and can be completed without
significant error, the UA testing will expand to include End Users under the direction of the County.

D.4.5.6Stress Testing

Stress Testing is completed in the pre-live timeframe and involves a large subset of County users. The
County will coordinate this activity and the scheduling of the execution, monitoring and evaluation of
the tests.

Section E:

Munis Training & Education

With the implementation of the new ERP system, training planning, development and delivery is critical
to the overall success of the implementation to enable ease of use and user acceptance of the new
processes and systems. The following training strategy will be used for the project.

E.1 Tyler Education Plan

An Education Plan lays out the process of transferring knowledge between Tyler and the County. Tyler
refers to its plan as an Education Plan as opposed to a Training Plan for several reasons. First, the
process of transferring knowledge is vital to the analysis phase of the project. During analysis Tyler:
reviews the “AS IS” environment, provides Tyler demonstrations through Tyler U videos, reviews
guestionnaires and ultimately arrives at a “TO BE” model. The TO BE model becomes the foundation for
user training. Second, training denotes a classroom setting with teacher and pupil. While training will
occur, it is a piece of the overall education needed to be a proficient Munis user.

E.1.1 Purpose

The purpose of the Education Plan is to:

e Communicate the process to the County’s project team and Munis functional leaders
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e Answer specific questions related to delivery of training to the County’s users
e Establish action items and link project personnel as owners
e Define measurement criteria to ensure the Education Plan has been successfully followed

E.1.2 Process

It is imperative that an Education Plan be put into practice as part of the Tyler Project. The plan should
include all of the processes required to ensure that the goals for the project are fully satisfied. The
overall plan will include the following:

E.1.3 Demonstration, Analysis, and Knowledge Transfer

Tyler employees will perform the following tasks:
e Asls/To Be review
e  Product overview demonstration
e Analysis of Munis options
e (Questionnaire review

This phase will involve the functional leaders and the County’s project leaders. The goal of this phase is
to transfer high level knowledge between parties. The output will be policies and procedures related to
the use of Munis. The policies and procedures will determine the training agenda to be delivered to the
end users. For example, if commodity codes are not going to be utilized within Munis purchasing, then
the training outlines for Purchasing should remove the discussion of commodity codes. These sessions
are performed remotely via GoToMeeting.

E.1.4 Prerequisites

Tyler has tools that are required prerequisites to user training:

e Training Database - All users must have access to the Munis training environment. The users
must have logins established and know how to access the training environment

e How To Guides - In addition to Munis on-line help, Tyler offers How-To Guides depicting
baseline Munis functionality and the steps required to process records. For example, the How
to Enter a Requisition manual shows a beginning Munis user the steps necessary to create a
requisition. These Guides can be found on the Munis Knowledgebase.

e Tyler University — online courses that guide users through processes in preparation for analysis
or training.

Users who utilize these tools learn Munis at a faster pace and retain more classroom discussion than
their peers whose first exposure to Munis is their first training day.

E.1.5 Munis Application Training

Tyler conducts training in a variety of ways depending on the size of the user community and how the
County structures the project team. For instance, if the project team is comprised of the applicable
functional central core users, training may be performed as part of collaborative work sessions. If the
project team is small subset of the central core users, formalized classroom training will likely be
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conducted for those not on the project team. The County may video and audio record the training for
use in County training efforts for other users or to train in the future so long as the respective Tyler
Consultant is comfortable performing the session and it does not interfere with the session productivity.
Tyler staff will not be responsible for providing or operating the recording equipment.

E.1.6 Post Live Reconciliation Training

The process of reconciling data is reviewed during pre-live training. However, hands on training with
live data provides a better overall understanding of the Munis tables and how to reconcile daily, weekly,
and monthly functions.

E.1.7 Post Live Output and Inquiry Training

The output and inquire routines are reviewed during pre-live training. However, hands on training with
live data provides a better overall understanding of the Munis options related to extracting needed
information.

E.1.8 Logistics

Tyler and the County will work together to define education logistics. The following points should be
used as a starting point for defining logistics. The final logistics table will become part of the Education
Plan.

E.1.9 Software/Hardware

e How many databases will be utilized?
Will we establish a Financials Training environment separate from Payroll?
Who will notify Tyler SaaS to refresh the training database?

E.1.10 Facilities

e How many training rooms will be utilized?

e  Where are the training rooms?

e How many workstations will be in each training room?

e How many printers will be in each training room?

e Other training room requirements (white board, phone, etc.)
o Who will schedule the training room?

E.1.11 Staff

e How many students per teacher?

e How many students per workstation?

e What are the hours of training?

e  Who will be trained on each Munis application?

e Who will take attendance?

e What management will be present for each session?

e  Who will train the end-users (County trainers versus Functional Leaders)?
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E.1.12 Schedule

Who will determine the exact days for training?
Who will notify staff members?
How far in advance will the training schedule be built?

E.1.13 Quality Control

How will the County determine if attendees have learned required training outcomes?
How will follow up training be administered?

E.2 Knowledge Base

Tyler provides a knowledge base website that allows users to search and receive training materials such
as videos, step by step documentation, how to documentation, etc. Documentation and Release Notes
are included with every new release and are distributed with each new release. Additionally, release
notes and documentation are updated within the support knowledgebase. Group Training, Internet
Training and On-site Training are all options available for updating customers.

E.3 Project Team Training

The project team begins knowledge transfer at the on-set of the project, during analysis. Itis through
this process and subsequent hands-on set up and process training that the Functional Leaders and
Subject Matter Experts build an understanding of the inner workings of the system and how parameters
and tables affect the overall processing. These users should attend all applicable analysis and
implementation/training sessions. To ensure that the County’s project team members have adequate
knowledge of the Tyler Munis system prior to going through as-is and to-be processes, Tyler will conduct
classroom training/product overview sessions to show product features for each module/functional
area.

E.4 Technical Training Approach

Munis Application Administration training is conducted after software installation to show users how to
update users, permissions, menu security, workflow administration, etc., from within the Munis
software. The Technical Team should attend these sessions, as scheduled. In addition, the Functional
Leaders should attend to have a thorough understanding of the permissions and options available. It is
a County decision as to who will perform the Munis Application Administration tasks. It may be a
combination of Functional Leaders and IT staff.

E.5 Training Plan for Users

The Tyler Project Manager will provide a proposed training schedule based on target live dates and
availability of resources (Tyler Implementation Consultants, County trainees, training room, etc.).

e The County Project Manager/Team will review the proposed schedule and approve it.
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e The Munis Project Manager or Implementation Consultant will provide training agendas prior to
each session. The agenda will be placed on the SharePoint site and may be printed by the
County, as needed.

e Training documents used during the sessions will be referenced on the agendas and available on
the SharePoint site or linked to our Knowledge Base for easy access by attendees. The County
will be responsible for printing the necessary documents for the users, as needed.

e The County Project Team members should attend all training that may have relevance to his or
her functional area. For example, a Purchasing Agent may be the Functional Lead and is not
directly responsible for entering Purchase Orders. However, he/she should attend PO entry
training so he/she thoroughly understands all of the capabilities of the software. It is also
important to have a manager or Functional Leader in every session in order to answer policy
related questions and make decisions related to the set up or processing of the Munis® system.

e Central Department Users are responsible for attending each relevant class. Each class is
scheduled to be conducted one time. Rescheduling a class due to absences or interruption may
cause overages in the training budget and may affect the overall training schedule.

E.6 Conversion Documentation
Tyler will provide detailed Conversion schemas as a guide to the types of data that can be converted, the
specific fields available in Munis and other significant information. These schemas are distributed for all

purchased conversions and help guide the data mapping process.

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Section F: Munis Post Go-Live Implementation Support

F.1 Overview of Post Go-Live Support

Tyler and the County will be responsible to work together on a Post Go-Live support plan in order to
complete the conversion to Tyler Munis and the included third party products. These services must be
planned utilizing allocated contract days and must be budgeted as part of project planning. Typically
this is onsite functional and technical assistance in the following areas, per phase:

®=  Problem analysis and resolution

=  Guidance and mentoring to County staff who provide Munis application support functions and user
help desk support (problem resolution)

= Respond to help requests and resolve system defects

= Coaching users on use of the new system

= Support and direct assistance for business owner departments (Finance, Procurement, Benefits,
Human Resources, Information Technology, etc.)

= Provide proactive support and special attention to processes and departments for functions that are
run for the first time during the post go-live period and any functions that are executed for the first
time after the go-live period

F.2 Duration of Post Go-Live Support

Within the proposed go-live milestone and through coordination with the County for the post-live plan,
Tyler will provide post-go live support after go-live for each phase identified in Section A.4 of this
statement of work. Tyler will also provide post-go live support for all key processes that are run for the
first time outside of the initial post go-live support period utilizing contract days that are set aside for
this purpose.

Such events include:

=  Fiscal Year End Activities

= End of Year Payroll and 1099 Activities
= Benefits Open Enrollment

= Budget Development

Additional assistance beyond the phase/project closure will be considered out of scope and will require
a change order or purchase order for additional implementation days.

Section G: Munis Project Assumptions

G.1 Estimated Days

The following outlines major assumptions regarding the Contract and the commitment to Live Dates on
time and within budget:
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Tyler will provide reasonable availability of resources to support the County’s efforts to
complete the project as scheduled. This is dependent on the County’s acceptance of proposed
dates within five (5) days, or less, of posting proposed dates on SharePoint.

The County will schedule all applicable users to attend scheduled analysis, implementation and
training sessions.

Session topics are scheduled in advance. One session per topic will be covered within the scope
of the project. If the County chooses to have additional sessions repeated, these would be out
of scope and require a change order for additional implementation days. This does not include
scheduled topics that are repeated for different levels of users. For instance, Accounts Payable
Functional Leaders and Core Users will both have AP sessions; however, the level of analysis and
hands-on training differs for each group and are considered separate, scheduled sessions.
On-site assistance during Go-Live for phases of the implementation will be determined based on
the total budget of days during project planning. Additional Go-Live assistance beyond the
budgeted days will be considered out of scope and will require a change order for additional
implementation. Tyler will provide post go-live training for reporting, month-end processing,
etc., as defined in the project schedule that will be delivered by the Tyler Project Manager.

It will be the County’s responsibility to train decentralized users. Tyler will train Functional
Leaders, Subject Matter Experts, Core Users and the Train-the-Trainer staff. The County is
responsible for scheduling the End User training, developing customized user documentation,
conducting the training, and assessing user understanding and acceptance.

All project tasks will be assigned owners and due dates which correspond to the overall project
schedule. Project Tasks that are not completed by the due date may adversely affect the project
schedule and Go-Live Dates.

Decisions will be made in a timely fashion in order to achieve scheduled due dates on tasks and
prepare for subsequent training sessions. Decisions left unmade may affect the project
schedule as each analysis and implementation session builds on the decisions made in prior
sessions.

Abbreviated timelines and overlapped phases can result in project delays if there are not
sufficient County resources assigned to complete all required work as scheduled. Should a
phase live date slide beyond the original live date, Tyler will need to issue a Scope Change Order
to cover the change in date, additional Tyler resource requirements and any potential added
costs. Once reviewed and accepted by the County, Tyler will redevelop the project plan to
outline the remaining tasks, dates and resources committed to the meet the revised live date.

G.2 Project Planning and Kickoff

The following outlines major assumptions and activities surrounding the Project Initiation and Kickoff
phase of the Project:

The County shall assign and authorize a Project Manager prior to the start of this phase.

The County Project Manager, along with the Tyler Phase 1 Functional Project Manager, shall
participate in the review and final revision of the Project management and planning documents,
which include this Implementation Project Scope Agreement, the Project Risk Register, and the
Communications Plan.

The Tyler Functional Project Managers and County Project Manager will develop the Project
Plan. Tyler will be responsible for providing the initial project plan and will maintain and update
the project plan throughout all phases of the project. The County’s project team will approve
the initial and all subsequent updates of the project plan at the regularly scheduled project
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meetings. The County will be involved in reviewing and providing necessary feedback and
inputs as requested by the Tyler project manager

The County project team will participate with the Tyler Phase 1 Project Manager in the Project
Kickoff meeting to discuss the project approach and expectations. The Project Planning Services
line item in the contract covers the development of the Project Management Plan at the onset
of the project.

G.3 Facility Requirements

The following outlines major assumptions surrounding the Facility used for the Project:

The County will provide a room to be used as a training lab for Tyler staff to transfer knowledge
to County resources as well as a place for County staff to practice what they have learned.

The room is to be set up in a classroom setting. The number of workstations in the room is to be
determined by the County. It is Tyler’s recommendation that every person attending a
scheduled session with a Tyler Implementer have their own workstation; however, Tyler
requires that there be no more than two people at a given workstation.

A workstation is to consist of a computer that has access to the Munis training/test database,
the internet, and a printer and an audio connection to the Tyler trainer for remote training.

The County is to provide a workstation that connects to Munis for the Tyler trainer conducting
the session. The computer must be linked to a projector so everyone attending the session is
able to follow the information being communicated.

In addition to computers and a printer, a speaker phone, projector, and white board be available
in the room.

The County is responsible for scheduling the training room for the sessions conducted by Tyler
staff.

Should phases overlap, it may be necessary to make multiple training facilities available. It will
not always be possible to adjust phase implementation schedules to avoid conflict with other
ongoing Tyler activities.

G.4 Project Tasks

The following outlines major assumptions and activities surrounding the implementation of the Munis
solution:

Tyler will inform the County that trainee prerequisites that must be completed prior to
conducting the session. Tyler will provide notice of any training prerequisites to the County
Project Manager ten business days prior to the scheduled session via a written agenda.
After each training or implementation session Tyler will inform the County project team what
tasks that must be completed prior to Tyler personnel returning to the site.
Tyler will add new tasks to the master project plan a minimum of ten (10) days prior to the due
date.
Tasks will also be listed on the Project SharePoint site along with due date and owner
Typical homework items are as follows:

o Practice on processes learned

o Review any delivered documents prior to attending scheduled training session
o Complete Tyler University assignments
o Complete Set up tables
o Validate converted data
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e Should the County not be able to complete communicated prerequisites or tasks, then the
County project manager must bring it to the attention of the Tyler Project Manager immediately
so that assistance can be offered or scheduling be revised (if more than two weeks in advance).
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Section H: Munis Modifications — Programs & Interfaces

H.1 Definition of a Program Modification

Program customizations typically involve changes or additions in program functionality in order to
affect some new, desired result within the Munis programs.

H.2 Definition of an Interface Modification

Custom interfaces typically involve creating custom layout, web services, etc. for the purpose of
receiving, sending, or exchanging data between Munis and a third party system.

So long as the 3" party system integrating with Munis can use the existing Munis formats / methods,
then programming charges will not be required. However, if Tyler needs to change any of its formats
to meet the needs of 3" party products, then programming charges will be incurred at the prevailing
contract rates.

H.3 Specification Development

Tyler provides development representatives to ensure an accurate and timely delivery of the desired
functional changes. Tyler development representatives will be assigned to manage and monitor
activities such as discovery calls, definition documents and delivery milestones. The development
representatives work closely with the implementation team, as well as the County, to reach the goal
of a successful modification/interface delivery.

H.4 Program Modification or Custom Interface Summary Document

The Program Modification or Custom Interface Summary Document contains descriptions and details
of the desired Modification. This document identifies exactly what the County requested
modification needs to accomplish and is completed as a result of Tyler development representatives
reviewing contract documentation, completing discovery calls, onsite analysis visits (if necessary),
and subsequent analysis. Final documentation steps should be completed and sent to County within
ten (10) business days after analysis. A copy of the modification summary document is sent to
County representative and project manager for review and signature. The standard signoff period is
ten (10) business days, unless additional time is mutually agreed upon.

H.5 Program Modification or Custom Interface Specification Document

The Program Customization or Custom Interface Summary Document contains descriptions and
details of the desired Customizations. This document identifies exactly what the County requested
Customization needs to accomplish and is completed as a result of the Development Representative
reviewing contract documentation, completing discovery calls, onsite analysis visits (if necessary),
subsequent analysis. A copy of the Customization summary document is sent to County project
manager for review and signature. The standard signoff period is ten (10) business days.
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H.6 Modification Signoff Document

This document completes the process, indicating the County has received the program Customization
and it functions as defined in previous documents.

H.7 Incorporation of Modifications/Interfaces into a Munis General Release
H.7.1 Approval Process for Incorporation

Customizations and interfaces provided by Tyler Development staff become part of the general
release of the system. Contract Customizations and interfaces as well as post-contract programming
changes follow a formal Customization/Change Process. A Product Manager and the Vice-President
of Development evaluate each post-contract request for development quote. A written response is
submitted to the County evaluating the feasibility of the request, whether a solution is covered at no
charge or involves a fee, an estimated time frame for completion and the applicable Munis General
Release version. We attempt to provide a programming solution that has the ability to be used with
parameters and settings to allow for subsequent use and broad appeal.

H.7.2 Impact of Modification/Interface Delivery on Implementation

As code changes will be delivered approximately six (6) months after applicable project phase
inception there are certain logistics that must be factored into the project plan to accommodate this
process. If customizations require upgrading to a new release, plans must be made to introduce the
new release into a test environment and conducting thorough cross-module testing, especially for
modules already in live production. The County owns this testing and all of these activities must be
carefully coordinated with other ongoing phases of implementation.

H.7.3 Installation

At the time of software installation, the most current product available will be installed, but will not
contain the customizations ordered by the County. Customizations will be developed as part of the
implementation as defined in this Statement of Work.

H.7.4 Project Release Schedule

Customizations are delivered through Tyler Munis Internet Update utility to be loaded against
releases in accordance with Tyler’s published release life cycle policy (see Appendix K.3). This is done
in order to predict and schedule release upgrades during the planned implementation phases and to
provide the assurance of continually operating on a fully supported release for live modules. The
County will need to upgrade the Munis software solution to a version to be determined for the
identified Utility Billing modifications. The version of Munis will be determined no later than the end
of the Utility Billing planning phase.

Version 7.5)
is made available for installation at client sites. Technology upgrades (ex. Version 9.0) are not
intended for general availability.

Feature Complete (FC): This represents a 3 to 6 month phase in which the given release has matured
through the EA and GA phase and minimal development efforts need to be placed on the product for
the remainder of its life. Clients are encouraged to move to a more current release.

Next Release Planning (NRP): This represents a phase in which the given release has been available for up
to 18 months and is at least 2 product releases behind the latest available Munis release. Clients are
strongly encouraged to move to a more current release.

Product Retired (PR): This represents a release phase that receives only minimal support

services. Clients must move to a more current release in order to receive year-end W-2 and 1099
releases.

NOTE: The timelines and specific dates related to our release life-cycle policy are tentative and
subject to change.
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
